Wha made the corfence especialtlificult was the dct tha of
the 119 cordrees fom 39 countried4 efused to péicipae. Prior
to the conérence representives ofthese 14—memltmof the
anti-goatheid BegjJdende Kring—met with the Coundihey pre-
sented a complainganst the prsence ofive conérence egis
trants fom SouthAfrica,claiming thato allav theseife pesons
to paticipéae in the cordrence wuld be viered as supptive of
the gattheid policies othe SouthAfrican gvemment.They indk
cded thd, if theseilve pesons were not dismisseddm the con
ferencethey and those tlyerepresented awuld leae the cordr
ence in pulic protest.

The Councilespondedyonoting thg since theive pesons in
question had inditsd their pesonal opposition tgpatheid,the
Council wauld not and could notdaimaely dismiss thenit the
same timehowe\er, the Council wged the Betlende Kring contin
geng to remain aithe conérenceassuring them theheir pes
ence and pacipation wuld be wlcome

the Counc# response soon becanvaent.Even though the
were gven pemission to ®plain to the comfience thegasonsdr
their complaintst a cetain point thg stood and alked out ofthe
conference hall—therwere a éw othes who for various easons
left with themThe immedi® gppeaance ofrepresentives ofthe
media kealy indicéed tha the dearture had been priousy
planned and plibly announced.

Actualy, though the 1984 coménce s ‘ery difficult,it proved to
be a signitant and consictive tuming point in IAPCHE histoy.

- reafirmed and larified the assotian's former stand in oppasi
tion to gatheid.

- made a sting @peal to Btchefstoom Uniersity for Christian
Higher Educton to open its doar‘unconditionayl to all people
who desie Christian higher edtioa.”

- encouaged the Council to nve 4 its net intendional conér
ence to eshdish “an assodian of individual Christian kolas
or eductors.”

Especiajl this last instiction—esthlishing an assotian of indi
vidual Christian bolas or edudars—proved to be impdant in
the deelopment ofthe associ@n's oiganizaion.

In IAPCHES eadly yeas thee was nuch confict—especiall
between institutions and pigulaty over the issue adpartheid.It
was tear to all thiathe Council w&s limited in itskality to resole
institutional diferencesAt the same time theemas a detenina
tion not to allev these dferences to jeopdize or put an end to
the piogress thihad been made in thevdlpment ofa
Reformaional Christian academic coomity

In 1987 &t the ffth intemaional conérence in LusakZambiajn
light of instructions gien ky the burth intemaional conérence a
new constitution &s adoptedlThe pevious Council as temina-
ed and eplaced B a @veming Boad representingive world-wide
regions—AfricaAsia/Oceanialzuropeg Latin Americaand Noth
AmericaAnd instead ofin assodi@n of institutionsthe ogank
zdion was made to be an asst@mof Christian dwolas and edu
caors suppated ly institutions ofChristian higher edu@n.
