Augustine's digfition of the political comomity as a people unit
ed ly the objects ofheir love,draws out some othe political
implicdions of this hang.

This shift tevard faithfulness geés rise to a missiogaeal tha
contirues to this da If one can be fyllbrought into the comm
nity of God's people timugh &ith,then one canxpect a &wm
recgtion among the peoples thfe world

The missioniélds ae also anapd place to lookt aesponses to
the world’s \ariety ofbelief systems and getices The first ged
missionay, Raul,encountezd this diersity in the ampant idolkay
of the Forman empe. Even in the burch plants ofAsia minor
Paul encounted dvision--&en lavsuits--in Corinthgdiscouage-
ment in Ephesuystunted gowth in Thessalonicand so on.
Mission wrk reweals aariety ofways to sin.

Van deMalt agues thiathe scter
ing of Noahs descendentsVer the edh” indicdes the popety
human conditionIf this “sc#tering”and #ending pluality is
taken as nandive,then Genesis Elaccount othe Tower of

Of the diferent texts inActs perhgs the most@propriae
describesd&uls encounter with ®ek academic cukuon Mas
Hill as bund inActs 17.Note tha Paul vent to pesonaly listen
to the éws vwho were most &miliar with thé\thenian contd.
Paul did not eject the arld of thinking because dfie idoléry
that “gredly distessed’him. Raher he enaged those heofuind
ther,not ony &ws and Goddaring Geeks in the sygegue but
also with all o were in the maet place Paul listenedirfst.

Even though Bul vas “gedly distessedby the idol&ry tha sur
rounded himhe did not lash out ¢he people theras a stet
preaber calling onegpentance Raher, he sa thd their idoléry
reflected their thét for the ving vater. Pauls willingness to
become acquainted witheBk cultug alleved him to ind other
connections with his listesgud as the alter “to an umkn
God’

From this balkground undestanding &ul moe efectiely reabed
his audience dEpicuransStoicsand those irfuaed with the
latest nev ideas To the Epicueans Bul noted thiathe maerial
world does notxdst gatt from the original and oaipg cedive
power of God. We ae not our avn! To the StoigsPaul could tell
them th& God is not “othenarldly” but rather “is not &r from
eab one ofus”in the actiities ofthis world.

Paul vas not intimid&d from confonting the sprits othe ae.

Or to
retum to Augusting' analgy, ve need to listerof the sounds of
grace een in the lbaotic matet places oideas thiasuround us
all. By working tagether with the “like-mindednessha Paul ec
ommends to the Philipigvge can lookdrward to the dg when
ewery knee should mo..and eery tongue comfss thekesus Christ
is Lo, to the dory of God the Rther.

At the 1981 intexdtional conér-
ence aDordt Collge the
Intemational Conérence of
Institutions ér Christian Higher
Educdion (ICICHE) was brmally
organizd as the Integional
Council 6r the Pomotion of
Christian Higher Edutian
(ICPCHE).Eleven eas lder, in
1992 the pesent name
Intemaional Assocition for the
Promotion of Christian Higher Eduttan (IAPCHE),was adopt
ed.

The second integional conérenceheld in 1978taCalvin
Collgge,had epressed the hope tithe net conkrence wuld be
held in the Nethé&nds or in a thirworld county. But because of
contiruing conlict regarding gatheid,it was decided not to meet
in the Nethdandsand lgistical ppblems peduded a meeting in
the thid world. Therefore, it was decided to agitean iwvitation to
meet oncegain & Dordt Collge in Sioux Centdowa.

The theme othis thid conkrencemeeting fom August 13-20,
1981 was “The Challerg of Marxist and Neo-Marxist Idegies
for Christian Swlaship” The conérence #iracted 130 dajees
from 65 edud#nal institutions loted in 19 dierent countries
(See picter on pae 4.)The themeeflected an obsestion made
alread in 1975 thtaan analsis ofthe eldion betveen theaatical
and non-theatical paxis equied “a special comfintaion with
the Marxist and neo-Marxistwgeon this miter.”1

The frst pat of the conérence écused on the posii and nga-
tive dallengs of Marxist and neo-Marxist idegies dr Christian
sctolaship Five pgers and case studiesmvpiesented Yostholas
from all fve of the assodi®n’s regionsIn a lder report Dr. bhn
Vander Stelsecetay of the conérenceobseved tha “T he

depth and scope ahese studies and criticadlaaions of com
munist ideolgies and jaictices...@& sub tha their impotance 6ér
today has not diminished andyyia fact,hase inceased after the
collgpse ofthe Rissian comomist dicttorship”2 Vander Stedt’
obsevaion is conifmed in one othe conérence stements:

We conéss thiathe God ofthe Bille is the Gaor and Upholder
of our world which He haseconciled to Himselfi Christitha all
oppressiontyranry and suring is theasult ofour human sin;
tha we as a arld comnunity of Christian dwlas hae failed in
the past to heed adetphathe balleng of Marxismhave often
been uncritical athe stuctures ofour avn societyand hae paid
too little dtention to the décts ofthose stuctues on people in
other pats of the world; ... and thathe Holy Spirit calls and
empavers us athis time to confint Marxism edemptiely with
the libeating paver of the gspeB

The second paof the conérence \eis moe practicalput no less
important. First,there were pesentaons earding the “Christian
identity” of a rumber oftheolagical and non-thedalical intema
tional institution$Secondas veve aleag notedthe assodi@n
was brmally renamed.

The Basis othe Council @&s teaty stded:Academiok is eay-
nizzd as an exgsion tfe commitment to Godgam@roughedus
Christ, in the powfthe Spirit. Science and scholarshipecanreat ha
tral, uncommitted character but should be @uBlised ferspesti

The Pupose ofthe Council &s alsoleaty set 6rth: To pomote

Instead ofan oganiza&ion of official delgaes ICPCHE consisted
of an indgendent council afine pesons mandad to brm an
intemational assodi@n of Christian dwlas. As Vander Stelt,
newly gpointed gecutie secetay of the Councilpbseved,

“T his arangment placed axteaoidinaly weight on the wisdom
and tustworthiness ofthe Council....Should the Council lose the
requisite wst of its suppating institutions andganciesit would
simpy self-destrct’7 This obseraion was afirmed ly Dr. Paul
Sdirotenboer

these thee intemaional conérencesdr Christian higher edu
cdion.
