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The Christian Academic Studies Certificate (CASC) pro-
gram grew out of discussions at the 2000 IAPCHE inter-
national conference. It was designed to help meet the
expressed need ofmany at the conference for graduate-
level training that would help them to fulfill their callings
as Christian educators in a more integrally Christian way.
Many members have had little opportunity to formally
study Christian worldviews and philosophies and their
application to their particular area ofwork in Christian
higher education. The goal has been to have a coopera-
tive program between various IAPCHE member institu-
tions so that we could learn from each other in various
parts of the world.

Program Description
A Steering Committee with representation from all
regions developed a program consisting ofone course in
each of five categories:(1) Christian Worldview Studies,
(2) History and Sociology of Christian Thought,(3)
Contours of Christian Philosophy, (4) Christian
Perspectives on Scholarship and Teaching, and (5)
Disciplinary/Interdisciplinary Perspectives. The commit-
tee received proposals from member institutions for
courses in the various categories, and when at least one
course had been approved in each category, the program
was opened for enrollment.Students can choose courses
from any institution offering them,and when all five are
successfully completed,a certificate is awarded jointly by
the institution at which the student has completed the
preponderance ofrequired courses and IAPCHE.See
box at right for current CASCofferings.

At CI06 the Steering Committee presented information
sessions on CASC, answered questions about it,and

During a conversation with yet
another Christian called to start a
Christian university I was reminded
of Job’s constant questioning. The
successive disasters that open the
book compel Job upon a quest to
understand God’s plan.His friends
recommend that he cut short this
quest by admitting his iniquity or
recognizing God’s indifference to
the human condition.Of course
Job cannot stop his quest because
he cannot either fake his innocence

or claim that God does not care deeply about the world.

Christians, like Job, know that God does care deeply about the
world. Thus when we directly face the injustices ofour societies we
often ask the same questions as Job: “Why do the wicked live on,
reach old age,and grow mighty in power?”(Job 21:7) And yet,
when we ask such questions, especially when “the wicked” can
withhold a fledgling institution’s legal recognition,we require
courage.

So too courage is required when philosophical “friends”tell us that
our questions are not fit for respectable company. In his Economic
and Philosophic ManuscriptsKarl Marx tells us that “f or the socialist
man”and those with “a reasonable mind”questions about human
nature are “perverse.” Contemporary liberals also shelter their own
animus against certain questions, insisting that Christians restrict all
questions regarding religion to the Church.

Christians in the physical sciences also face direct hostility for
unpleasant questions. Particularly when questioning the often
unstated assumptions ofevolutionary naturalism,as does Russell
Maatman in the Academic Insert, Christian scholars face the wrath
of “respectable” society. Sometimes this hostility even comes from
friends in the church. And yet Christian scholars can stop such
questioning only when they stop responding to God.With Job we
insist that there is no easy way out:“as long as my breath is in me
and the spirit ofGod is in my nostrils, my lips will not speak false-
hood,and my tongue will not utter deceit.” (Job 27:3-4)

We must also be careful to distinguish the Christian quest from the
unending quest to unmask all authority, often couched in phrases
like “question authority”and “fight the power.” Certainly these slo-
gans resonate with those ofus intimately familiar with the illegiti-
mate use ofauthority. We know that all authorities need correction
until Christ returns.

However, our attempts to correct the incomplete authority that we
experience while awaiting Christ’s return will differ significantly
from the post-modern quest to unmask all authority. According to
such post-modern writers as Michel Foucault,there are no norms
to ground authority. Accordingly we prevent the accumulation of
power by breaking up and unmasking all claims to legitimate
authority.

But this move itselfproves to be yet another way to prohibit seri-
ous questions, for the post-modern intellectual already “knows”
that there is no true authority. In such a context Christians who
seek to answer such questions regarding the norms for any part of

life are branded with such epithets as “moralist”or “theonomist.”
Such ad hominem attempts to attacks shut down Christian scholar-
ship by telling us to stop asking questions. Fortunately IAPCHE
members continue to raise difficult questions at conferences around
the world. (See announcements on page 13.)

The point for Christians is that, like Job, we ask difficult questions
even when “friends”question our integrity. We know that God
appoints men and women to positions ofauthority in order to pro-
vide right order and direction in this world. We “question authori-
ty” not to expose the necessarily illegitimate aims ofthose who
hold power, but rather to find the wholeness that God himself
seeks for this world.

The courage required to sustain our quest is grounded in the faith
that Job declared:“I know that my redeemer lives, and that at the
last he will stand upon the earth.” (Job 19:25) Just as God answered
Job “out of the whirlwind” so too does God reveal to us his
majesty in creation and in his word. It is our prayer that through
the CASC program,networking services, and promoting discipline-
specific scholarship, IAPCHE can continue to assist those asking
difficult questions.

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IAPCHE History VI
The 1987 international conference,
held at the University of Zambia in
Lusaka,was organized to “reflect
on how in five distinct cultural-his-
torical situations and in different
regions ofthe world, we as citizens
of God’s .. . kingdom must work
out, in fear and trembling, also in
higher education, the meaning of
our salvation in Christ.”1 As a
result ofthis reflection the
Association decided that “no major
international conference will be

held without adequate preparation in the form of a number of
restricted regional or continental conferences .. . .”2

It was not until 2000 that IAPCHE sponsored its next international
conference. Meanwhile, however, in harmony with the decision
noted above,the Association began to assist in the organization of
various regional conferences. International Conference 2000,held
at Dordt College,Sioux Center, Iowa,U.S.A. had as its theme,
“Challenges for Christian Higher Education in the 21st Century.”
During the first halfof the conference, consideration was given to
challenges faced by institutions and individuals in each of the
regions. In the second halfmuch of the time was spent in the
development ofa long-range plan.In a section ofthe plan titled
“Programs,” objective 3 states:“encourage regions to hold regional
conferences periodically.”3

Thus it is that IAPCHE sponsored its first regional conference in
Africa in 1991 and it continues to encourage such conferences up
to the present time, as the following regional listing indicates:

Nor th American Region
Up to this point no regional conference has been held in North
America.Recently,however, a proposal was presented to the
Secretariat that consideration be given to the sponsorship of a
regional conference for North America as soon as arrangements
can be made. Many from North America have participated in con-
ferences in other region;but it is felt that a conference is very much
needed for North American individuals and institutions as well.

In reviewing the listing above,especially the themes ofeach confer-
ence, it is should be clear that in all the regions there is a concern
to develop a Christian perspective on higher education, to relate
that perspective to regional issues and concerns, to be current in
the articulation of that perspective,and to reflect that perspective
in the administration as well as the academic programs ofpartici-
pating institutions.

Regional reports and evaluations indicate that the conferences have
been beneficial in developing a sense ofcommunity, providing a
context for discussion among the various disciplines, dealing with
current regional issues, attracting the interest ofother Christian
scholars,and making each region aware of its place and importance
in the international promotion of Christian higher education.
Finally, the growing number ofpublished conference proceedings
(a complete listing ofwhich can be found at www.iapche.org ) is
proving to be a valuable resource in the libraries and classrooms of
participating institutions.

asked participants for feedback. In response to the feedback the
Steering Committee has met several times to seek ways to strength-
en the program.To make the program more effective the commit-
tee believes it needs additional courses available in the various cate-
gories, especially more courses available in a distributed-education
mode which people can take without traveling to the institution
offering the course. The committee also wants to have more cours-
es offered by institutions outside ofNorth America and Western
Europe, including courses in Spanish for those in Latin America.
Since the CI06 sessions made it clear that many IAPCHE members
knew little or nothing about CASC, increased publicity about the
program is needed.

Proposed Improvements
The Steering Committee is currently developing an action plan to
deal with these issues. It is investigating the possibility ofmember
institutions, alone or in cooperation with others,to propose pro-
grams ofcourses at their institutions that would fulfill the require-
ments ofthe CASC. We would ask these institutions to provide a
munti-year list ofscheduled so student would have the ability to
plan ahead.The CASCprogram could carry accreditation, as a pro-
gram,through the institution.Institutions would be encouraged to
do this in cooperation with member institutions in another region.

Another possibility being considered is enlisting several member
institutions to adopt the CASC program as part of their faculty

development program.They could work with institutions offering
courses to arrange for courses adapted to the particular needs of
the faculty ofthat institution with respect to content,timing, and
location. The Steering Committee is also working to improve the
marketing of the program,and on raising funds for bursaries to
help offset the cost for those taking courses.

In the meantime, the Steering Committee reminds members that
courses in the program are being offered each semester, some by
methods allowing members to take the courses without travel to the
institutions offering them.And the Institute for Christian studies is
offering some bursaries which will allow students to take a course
for only $25.We encourage members to avail themselves of these
opportunities.

QUEZON CITY, THE PHILIPPINES—The Philippine
Association of Bible and Theological Schools(PABATS) is an
accrediting and service organization committed to maintain stan-
dards of excellence in theological education and to assist Bible
schools in setting up effective programs in Christian ministry train-
ing for the Philippine churches.

The organization began in 1968 in Cebu City, at a meeting ofthir-
ty-one people representing seventeen schools and mission groups.
W. Orman Knight was elected its first president.Dr. Rodrigo
Tano succeeded him;except for seven years,he served several
terms and is the current president.

After being dormant for some years,the organization was revived.
It now has a full time executive director, Dr. Douglas Jue, and
aims to become a key player in upgrading the quality oftheological
and ministry training.

PABATS works on a voluntary basis, representing schools before
government agencies and assisting those that seek recognition
through the Commission on Higher Education (CHED).The
CHED has sought the participation and assistance ofPABATS per-
sonnel or representatives in the formulation and dissemination of
CHED policies and standards for religious or theological education.

Besides accreditation of schools, PABATS conducts seminars and
conferences on various aspects oftheological education and holds
workshops to enhance the skills ofschool administrators, faculty
and staff of member schools. It publishes a newsletter called the
Balitafor all its members and other interested individuals.

New Institutional Member
C.S.I. Ewart Women’s Christian College
MELROSAPURAM,INDIA—C .S.I. Ewart Women’s Christian
College is located in a spacious campus in the historical Christian
settlement ofMelrosapuram founded in 1893 by the Church of
Scotland Mission.The college was founded in 1997 in order to pro-
vide for higher educational needs ofrural women students, espe-
cially from schools in the Madras Diocese ofthe Church of South
India,and to provide opportunities in the spirit ofjustice and equi-
ty. Its vision is to transform the lives ofyoung women who would
not otherwise have the opportunity to study beyond high school.

C.S.I. Ewart is founded on faith in the Triune God and draws its
inspiration from the Bible and the life and example ofJesus Christ
for its ministry of education. Nurtured by eternal Christian values,
the college aims to train young women to be serving, caring and
sharing citizens ofour great land and the world at large.Its motto
is “Love and Serve.”

The priority ofthe college is the education of poor, oppressed,and
less privileged women,especially village women,to provide them
opportunities for a fuller life. The college is committed to the liber-
ation of women and training them to meet all challenges ofgender
and other discrimination. The college community as a whole strives
to be a humanized society where learning will transform, sensitize
and inspire everyone to challenge the structures that divide people,
and where truth will set free people from inhuman and supersti-
tious beliefs. The college believes that its commitment to these val-

ues is fully compatible with the maintenance ofthe highest acade-
mic standards and offering ofcourses and programs appropriate to
the current needs ofthe society and the aspirations of the students.

Five major subjects are offered:Clinical Nutrition and Dietetics,
Microbiology,Computer Science, Mathematics, and Commerce
(Business).Enrollment for 2006-07 is 280 women and will increase
gradually up to 450.Residential students total 60 in 2006-07,and a
residence hall is under construction to house 100 students. Students
participate in Student Union,sports, choir, National Service
Scheme, and leadership training. Music classes, karate, English and
self-development seminars are part of the special program for the
residential students.

India Association of Christian Higher Education (AIACHE).Ms.
Elizabeth Sheila Samuel is Principal.

New Institutional Member
Kathmandu International University
KATHMANDU, NEPAL—Located in the capital city ofNepal,
Kathmandu International University and Seminary is an evangelical
institution that exists primarily to help prepare Christians for more
effective ministry in God’s service. The school offers a four-year
bachelor of theology degree and works together with local church-
es and other Christian agencies to help students discover and devel-
op their God-given gifts, training them in the practical skills needed
for serving Christ in His church and in the world.

The school was founded by Lok Mani (Luk e) Bhandariand his
wife, Ruth (Chunsim Lee Vandari) who he met when she came
from Korea to Kathmandu as a Presbyterian medical missionary
serving with the United Mission to Nepal.With a vision to bring
the gospel ofJesus Christ into the heart of the nations of the
Himalayas, they began Kathmandu Bible College with a handful of
students in a small living room.After starting the college,Bhandari
spent some time in the USA to pursue graduate education while
Ruth ran the seminary in Nepal.By God’s grace, this school has
grown into a facility accommodating 300 or more residential stu-
dents, now known as Kathmandu International University and
Seminary. The potential for further growth is significant,given the
institution’s location in a densely populated tri-city area.

The university/seminary functions under the umbrella of the
Himalayan Center for World Mission,a nonprofit charitable mis-
sion organization started by Dr. Bhandari,which is recognized by
the government ofNepal.The board of management,selected
from churches and organizations, provides governance. See
http://himalayanmission.com/kiu/about.html.

New Institutional Member
St. Christopher’s College of Education 
MADRAS, INDIA—St. Christopher’s College of Education is a
residential college situated in the South Indian State, Tamil Nadu.
Its vision is “to provide women,giv-
ing special consideration to the poor
and needy,with professional and
general education of the highest
order on Christian lines.”

Founded in 1923 by its first princi-
pal,Miss K.Nora Brockway,the
college was named St.Christopher’s
after the saint who found God
through helping a child.The college
motto is “Seek and Ye Shall Find.”
Its main objective has been to
impart teacher education to women
of all creeds.

From its small beginning with
twelve students and three depart-
ments, St.Christopher’s has grown
to its current size of 160 students
and ten departments. Degrees
offered are the D.T.Ed.,B.Ed.,
M.Ed.,M.Phil.,and Ph.D in
Education and seventeen credit-
based job-oriented certificate cours-
es, namely, Religious Education,
Health and Nutrition,Journalism
and Mass Communication, Video
Photography,Home Budgeting,
Spoken English,Environmental
Education, Gender Studies,
Maintenance ofArchives, Office
Automation, Web Designing,
Desktop Publishing, Photoshop,
Cutting and Embroidering
Financial Accounting, Applied
Mathematics and Laboratory
Techniques in Biology.

The college,affiliated with the
University of Madras, was recog-
nized by the Department of
Education as a Teacher Training
Institute in 1927 to prepare teachers
to teach in primary and middle
schools. It was one ofthe first
training colleges in India to cater to
the in-service needs ofteachers
through the Department of

Extension Services, inaugurated in 1956.

A Women’s Studies Centre was established in 1976 to respond to
the needs ofwomen and to bring their problems into the life and
concerns of the society. The Centre focuses its activities on docu-
mentation, development ofrural and urban women,research, and
promoting channels ofcommunication among groups and institu-
tions concerned with the welfare of women.

The need for a laboratory school where teacher trainees could
observe young children led to the opening ofthe Nursery School in
1976.The same year, the college was recognized by the University
of Madras as an institution for coursework leading to the Ph.D
degree in Education and enrolled its first candidate.

Since early in this history of IAPCHE, the association’s newsletter,
Contact, has been the primary means ofcommunicating with the
membership.

It has been my
privilege and opportunity to be involved in the selection and edit-
ing of all 23 ofthese inserts (listed below) including the one writ-
ten by Dr. Maatman.And it is my understanding that, until the
international academic journal is published,the inserts will contin-
ue to appear in Contact—depending, of course, upon the submis-
sions from our membership.

fruitful life is diminishing. CMS is networking with institutions of
Christian higher education, says Wasike;“Since God is concerned
with these disturbing realities, we are challenged to integrate them
in our institutions ofhigher learning [and to communicate] their
implications on curriculum,pedagogy and institutional administra-
tion.”

CMS programs include home-based care for those with
HIV/AIDS , behavior change counseling/workshops to combat
HIV/AIDS , prison ministries, habitation advocacy,environmental
conservation, poverty eradication, and rehabilitation of street chil-
dren and persons with disabilities. The organization has conducted
workshops on such topics as nationhood,democracy, good gover-
nance, constitutionalism,and human rights (gender, HIV/AIDS ,
and environment as cross-cutting issues),and is planning more
workshops.

George Vandervelde served on an early board of the association

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Polarization in Guatemalan Society
By Minor Cardona,Professor ofSurveying, Theory & Practice,
University del Valle de Guatemala 
I was impressed with the opening lecture of IAPCHE’s Congreso
Internacional 2006,given by Dr. Nelly Garcia,and further inspired
by Prof. B.J. van der Walt’s lecture,“How to Evaluate and Explain
Cultural Differences from a Reformed Christian Perspective.”

Guatemala is a small country with around 22 native tongues;that
means it is a multi-cultural,multi-ethnical and multi-lingual country.
It has around 60 microclimates and 40 percent illiteracy. The coun-
try was immersed in internal warfare for 36 years.Guatemalan soci-
ety was polarized by the ex-Soviet Union and the United States.
Many innocents were killed by the Guatemalan army or by the left-
ist guerrillas.

In that historical context, the Christian Church emerged with two
clearly differentiated streams:the Pentecostal and the Missionary
churches. While the first stream promoted massive evangelization,
with door-to-door visits and sharing fliers and tracts in the parks
and on buses, the second stream evangelized only within the
church, at services and Bible studies.

During that time the Pentecostal Evangelical Church had its major
growth. In this church, anything could be sinful:watching TV,
going to the movies, playing any sport, etc. In some denominations
the women sat on one side and the men on the other, so as not fall
into temptation. Some churches held services every day,with
Saturday devoted to “watching,” and Sunday to “Praise and
Worship.” The fundamentalist believer was taught that going to the
university is sin,for “the God’s word vivifies but to study is the
desire of the flesh.”

The reigning polarization of the Guatemalan society was trans-
ferred to the Church. That polarization continues in the present:

You are a Roman Catholic or a Christian evangelical;
you are a Ladin or you are a Mayan Indian;

you are black or you are white;
you are red (the color ofthe most popular team offootball-soccer)

or you are white (the color ofthe second most popular team of
football-soccer);

you are rich or you are poor;
you are leftist or you are rightist;

you are student ofa private university or you are student ofthe
state university;

you are Pentecostal or you are from a Missionary church (Lutheran,
Baptist,Methodist,Nazarene, Central American,Presbyterian).

There are no medium terms. To any of the Christian churches, any-
thing that smells ofRoman Catholicism,pantheism,Buddhism,
Islam,etc. is satanic. But that attitude is the same even towards oth-
ers within the Christian Church. The denominationals (Lutherans,
Methodists, Central Americans, Baptists, Nazarenes, Presbyterians)
despise the Pentecostal and vice versa.Every one ofthose churches
believes they have the only true gospel despite the fact that they all
read and study the same Bible. The baptism of someone baptized
in a Presbyterian church, for example, is not recognized in a
Pentecostal church and vice versa.This situation divides this polar-
ized nation even more.

In the Pentecostal church where I received the Lord Jesus thirty
years ago, every Christmas night we used to go to a remote place in
the mountains far away the capital “to avoid the contamination of
the Christmas celebrations.” All the Christian churches in the city,
said the pastor, are lost.They were blinded by the Prince of
Darkness. We are saved,they aren’t. It was sin to celebrate
Christmas Eve.It’s a satanic celebration, said the pastor.

From my point of view, after hearing and reading the van der Walt
paper about culture,I conclude that the polarization reigning in my
country is due primarily to cultural ethnocentrism.Van der Walt
pointed out that cultural diversity is something good that enriches
us and must be well appreciated.I am sharing the content ofvan
der Walt’s paper with other professors in the university where I
work and will send it to some deans oftheological seminaries, so
that we all may reflect on the concept that ethnocentrism is causing
much damage among our people, and may promote an appreciation
of the good things ofother Christian cultures, such as the Bible
studies ofdenominational churches and the fellowship and disciple-
ship through family groups ofthe Pentecostals, etc.
