
BUSAN, SOUTH KOREA—Kosin University in Busan,
South Korea,will host the next global conference for
IAPCHE in 2011.Plans have begun for a gathering of
Christian educators from around the world on July 25-29,
2011.

Kosin University, founded in 1946,now contains eight
colleges and six graduate schools. The forerunner ofthe
university, Korea Theological Seminary, was founded by
Rev.Sang Dong Han and Rev.Nam Seon Ju who had
imprisoned for five years for their resistance against the
compulsory Shinto shrine worship during the Japanese
occupation of Korea.Kosin is a Reformed,Christian uni-

versity controlled by the General Assembly of the
Korean Presbyterian Church.

IAPCHE’s current goal is to plan a conference for its
individual members and institutional members every five
years.(Earlier in its history, the Association planned con-
ferences every three years.) This will be the eighth confer-
ence since 1975;the 2006 global gathering was hosted by
Universidad Politecnica in Granada,Nicaragua.

The congress website, www.lausanne.org announces that
“Cape Town 2010(CT2010) is not just a one-time meet-
ing, but God willing, will be a catalytic event in the life of

the church—drawing leaders together in purposeful
prayer, humble repentance, strategic dialogue and deci-
sive action.Together we will seek the Lord as we exam-
ine the world and our culture to discern where the
church should invest its efforts and energies to most
effectively respond to Christ’s call to take the gospel into
all the world and make disciples ofall nations .. . lives
changed for all eternity, broken families mended,physical
and emotional hurts healed,communities transformed.”

Since the June 2007 Global Consultation on CHE in
Oxford, England,IAPCHE and International Council
for Higher Education (ICHE) have cooperated to pro-
mote networking opportunities for Christians involved in
integral higher education.

Can you draw out Leviathan with a fish-
hook, or press down its tongue with a
cord? Will it speak soft words to you?
Will it make a covenant with you to be
taken as your servant forever?
(from Job 41)

Shortly before April’s European
regional conference, a professor of
linguistics named Stanley Fish
wrote an editorial in the The New
York Timestitled “Conscience v.
Conscience.” The timing was noth-

ing short of astonishing.

For nearly four days, more than 130 Christian professors and pro-
fessionals from Europe and beyond discussed the growing sense of
an increasing gap between the Christain faith and professional
requirements. We were concerned that our students, eager to make
a difference in the professional world, fall into this gap after gradu-
ating from college.On the one hand they are primed to pursue jus-
tice and mercy as understood within a Christian world view. On the
other hand,many professional standards seem to require acting in a
contradictory way.

Sometimes these requirements seem to apply to small and insignifi-
cant details. A young nurse might note that euthanasia affects only a
tiny percentage of patients. A new bank officer might bend the
lending practices just a bit.A social worker might recognize that
placing children with gay couples happens only rarely.All of these
students can find ways to justify their behavior, but their conscience
will still trouble them.Hence the gap.

Normally Christians have been free to discuss such professional
standards publicly. Such an open context provides our moral sense
a space to exercise and become strong. However, when opinions
about right and wrong are privatized,then we become like a frog in
a kettle of slowly warming water. Without other frogs who might
croak out a warning, an individual frog slowly becomes accustomed
to the rising water temperature until it is simply too weak to croak,
much less jump out ofthe kettle ofnow boiling water.

Now let us switch back from frogs to Fish.Quoting the political
philosopher Thomas Hobbes, our editorializing linguist argues that
should the public “claims ofprofessional obligations” dictate, then
Christian doctors and nurses must be forcedto perform abortions
regardless oftheir private conscience. This is no idle argument as
President Obama is currently contemplating this very requirement.
So, why should we force professional standards on conscientious
objectors?

Agreeing with recent U.S. Supreme Court Cases, Prof. Fish claims
that the “sequestering ofreligion in a private space is a cornerstone
of enlightenment liberalism.” Fish continues that unless we follow
liberal principles and keep religious opinions private, life will be
inconvenient,if not “nasty, brutish and short” (as Hobbes put it).
Fish’s solution borrows directly from Hobbes who isolates every
citizen before the awesome power of the totalitarian state, the
“Leviathan.”

Many proponents ofliberalism argue that their perspective does
not have a notion ofthe “good” and that they therefore provide

the best neutral ground for many different world views. Others
(such as myself) profoundly disagree, arguing that liberalism is
anchored on religious assumptions which are then forced upon
society. Dr. Katz, one of my graduate school professors,introduced
this debate with the question:“is Hobbes the dirty little secret of
liberalism?”It seems that Fish has now let us all in on the secret.

But this has been a secret only for those who have not been listen-
ing. Richard Rorty long took pride in humiliating conservative evan-
gelical students with what Rorty himselfdescribed as “Nazi”tac-
tics. Christian students at many public universities in the United
States and Western Europe have long suffered under copy-cat tac-
tics of other professorial bullies. The same tactics have been adopt-
ed by many in the American Philosophical Association, which is
now considering whether to exclude institutions that do not accept
homosexual activity.

But this has not been a universally accepted program—at least not
yet.For one, not everyone committed to enlightenment liberalism
sings Leviathan’s praises as does Fish.Yet it is not clear that such
non-totalitarian versions ofliberalism can be sustained apart from a
deeper religious metaphysic, one committed to individual autonomy.
But admitting such a metaphysic would undermine liberalism’s
claim of neutrality.

For this reason,it seems to me that an obvious development from
our conference in the Netherlands would be a more rigorous exam-
ination of the ways higher education deals with the diversity of
worldviews. The whole variety ofworldviews operating in higher
education need to articulate a convincing argument regarding their
commitment—or the limits—to pluralism.In such a debate, it
seems to me that IAPCHE’s network has much to contribute.
Collectively,our members provide education to adherents ofnearly
every major worldview and yet adhere to the same “mere
Christianity.”

Students increasingly enter a dangerous environment ofcross-cut-
ting currents. From one direction come claims ofneutrality toward
religious beliefs and from another swims the leviathan.God asks
Job: “Who can stand before it? Who can confront it and be safe?”
The answer comes later, in both Job and in the writings ofPaul.
Although “On earth [Leviathan] has no equal”our graduating stu-
dents must not be intimidated for they are protected by virtue of
their membership in the very body of Christ who is the Ruler of all
creation.

Christian Higher Education in the Global
Context: Implications for Curriculum,

MWANZA, TANZANIA—Saturday,23 May,2009,was a special
day for our semester ofteaching at St.Augustine University
(SAUT). We had planned a worldview workshop for some time,
advertising with flyers and inviting colleagues we knew, as well as
Tanzanian IAPCHE members. We hoped for twenty participants,
and the attendance was twenty-two.

SAUT is operated by the Episcopal Conference ofTanzania,but is
open to students ofall faiths, and even a few faculty members are
Muslim.From discussions with our colleagues, we recognized a
desire to teach in an integral Christian way.But many had done
their graduate work at secular universities and were shaped by that.

We titled the workshop “The University Teacher and Competing
Worldviews” to demonstrate that a Christian worldview can play a
constructive role in a context where it has competition.The first
session explored some operative worldviews, especially the western
or secular one dominant on many university campuses, as well as
the African or traditional worldview that continues to influence lec-
turers and students alike,and finally, the Christian or biblical world-
view. The second session was aimed at helping our colleagues teach
from within this Christian worldview. Both presentations were well
received.

Rev.Dr. Charles Kitima,the Vice-Chancellor ofSAUT, joined us to
open the workshop and the head ofthe department of philosophy,
Rev.Dr. Aidan Msafiri, also assisted.We were grateful for his par-
ticipation, for we had specifically invited him to show how a
Christian worldview might be applied more concretely in his own
discipline, environmental ethics. We also asked one ofour col-
leagues specializing in African traditional religion,Julian
Mugishagwe,to introduce the African worldview. Our hope is that
the program we developed can be adapted and used again in the
future. We left two CD copies ofthe program with Msafiri, who
plans to repeat the workshop.

At the close ofthe event we donated to the library eight books of
Dr. Bennie van der Walt,all dealing with the issue ofworldviews.
Benny had sent them to us when he knew that we would be teach-
ing in Tanzania.

We invited Rev.Isaac Mutua from Kenya, director ofCPCHEA
and regional director for IAPCHE,to attend and introduce the
work of these organizations. Most of the participants signed up to
become members of IAPCHE.

All in all,we are pleased with the results ofthe workshop. Not only
did we almost quadruple IAPCHE membership in Tanzania,we
also left our colleagues with a new enthusiasm about teaching from
a Christian perspective. We are thankful that we were able to serve
IAPCHE in this way.

Journal of Latin American Theology: Christian
Reflections from the Latino South edited by Lindy
Scott; Spokane, USA: Fraternidad Teológica
Latinoamericana, (2009:1) 104 pages, ISSN: 1669-

In this issue, the Fraternidad Teológica Latinoamericana commenced a
dialogue with U.S. President Barack Obama and his administration.
Rene Padilla leads off the Journal with an “Open Letter to
President Barack Obama,” urging the president to promote true
justice as he restores order in the economy. Venezuelan scholar
Aquiles Martinez pursues an in-depth Biblical study in his
“Mordecai and Esther: Migration Lessons from Persian Soil.” In
her article, “President Obama and the Latino/a Church in the
United States,” Elizabeth Conde-Frazier not only urges the presi-
dent to pursue justice, but she also urges the Latino followers of
Christ to extend the sovereignty ofChrist to the “economic, politi-
cal,social,cultural,aesthetic, ecological,personal,and communal
arenas oflife.” Samuel Escobar brings a Latino-European perspec-
tive with his “Another World is Possible:Expectations about
Obama in Spain.”

The Journalalso includes the “Letter to President Barack Obama:
Calling for a Just U.S. Policy towards Latin America,” circulated by
the Latin American Working Group. It suggests ways that Obama
should address the important issues ofhuman rights, immigration,
foreign “aid”and trade, as well as specific countries such as
Colombia,Cuba and Haiti.The Journal ends with Justo Gonzalez’s
review of the new book “Los Evangelicos:Portraits ofLatino
Protestantism in the United States.”

The Journal ofLatin American Theology: Christian Reflections from the
Latino Southis published two times a year and is indexed in the
ATLA Religious Databaseand in the Christian Periodical Index.
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BANGALORE,INDIA —Indian Christian college principals dis-
cussed both foundational issues and practical matters at their May
4-6 conference. Jointly sponsored by the Student Christian
Movement ofIndia (SCMI),the National Council ofChurches in
India (NCCI) and IAPCHE,the conference focused on “Christian
Higher Education in India:Challenges and Opportunities.”

Sixty institutions were represented,
with 40 principals, 10 senior faculty
and 21 organizers and resource per-
sons attending. The conference was
held at the Ecumenical Christian
Centre in Whitefield,Bangalore,
which provided a quiet oasis in the
busy city.

Attendees appreciated time given to
some very practical concerns. Mr.
Romy Chacko,an attorney who suc-
cessfully represented a Christian col-
lege to the Supreme Court of India,provided a dazzling overview
of Supreme Court law, including both the challenges and opportu-
nities for Indian CHE.Mr. Ponmudiraj,a senior member ofIndia’s
National Accrediting Council,focused on the procedures for reac-
credidation facing many of the institutions. Dr. S. Jeelani,a Muslim
scholar currently serving as a Director of the University Grants
Commission,described the extraordinary opportunities for supple-
mental funding available to “minority”colleges (a term which refers
to non-Hindu religious communities).The speakers stayed long
after their presentations, providing delegates with many opportuni-
ties for follow-up questions.

Foundational matters were also discussed,with the recurring ques-
tion over the first two days being “what makes CHE distinctively
Christian?”Dr. Nick Lantinga,IAPCHE’s Executive Director, pre-
sented “Worldview Thinking and Developing CHE.” His Grace
Coorilos Mar Geevarghese, Moderator of the Commission on
World Mission and Evangelism (WCC),spoke on “The Mission of
the Church in Higher Education in India.”

Although several panels recounted the extraordinary history of
CHE in India,delegates were well-aware of many challenges.
Informal conversations, group discussions and questions after each
session highlighted several political,legal,ecclesiastical and cultural
challenges. On the political side, institutions in Kerala face a partic-
ularly thorny situation. For ideological reasons, the current commu-
nist government refuses to allow any degree of institutional auton-
omy,preferring to retain full control of nearly every aspect ofthe
curriculum.

At the legal level,Christian colleges have clearly defined protections
outlined in India’s Constitution’s section 30,which stipulates the
rights ofminority (generally non-Hindu) communities to establish
and manage educational institutions. This has secured institutions
critical hiring rights as well as guaranteed seats for Christian stu-
dents. However, section 29.2,which forbids access discrimination
based on religion,has been employed to limit some institutions’
rights to give seats to Christian students. This has been particularly
difficult as this displaces many low-caste Christians (who have gen-
erally inferior opportunities for primary and secondary education)
in favor of upper class Hindus (who generally enjoy excellent edu-
cational opportunities).

Conference leadership included the Rt.Rev. Tharanth Sagar, Bishop
D.K. Sahu,Mr. Samuel Jeyakumar, and Dr. J.Dinakarlal,assisted by
Mr. Christopher Rajkumar ofNCCI and the program secretaries of
SCMI.His Excellency Mr. M.M. Rajendran,Former Governor of
Orissa,gave the keynote address. A session on networking was led
by Dr. Bennet Benjamin,Dr. Lantinga,and Rev. Vincent Rajkumar.
Bible study was conducted by Bishop D. K. Sahu and Rev.Dr.

Evangeline Rajkumar.

This was the first time that
principals ofcolleges managed
by reformed churches and
church-related bodies came
together to discuss issues of
common interest.The partici-
pants showed keen interest in
discussing challenges and
issues facing Christian colleges
and felt the need to form a
forum of Christian colleges in
India.Hence an ad hoc com-

mittee was formed of the following persons:

NCCI, SCMI and IAPCHE were also asked to nominate two per-
sons each to the committee, which will meet to decide on a future
course ofaction.

The conference evaluation forms were enthusiastic with nearly
every response requesting another meeting. IAPCHE will convene a
second conference ofIndian principals next year in collaboration
with SCMI and NCCI which will run four days, focus on network-
ing and likely include a social outing.

At the end ofthe conference, a statement called the Bangalore
Declaration was adopted,in which participants reaffirmed their
faith in a truly Christian worldview and pledged to set the highest
standards for Christian higher education in order to faithfully obey
the call to develop God’s creation and empower the marginalized.

The Declaration calls for meetings to erase misunderstandings
harmful to the well-being ofhigher education. The agenda will
include defining the roles ofacademicians, administrators and
church leaders,and redefining the relationship between colleges and
the Church in order to facilitate the smooth functioning ofinstitu-
tions while respecting the mission and vision ofthe Church.

Stated goals include new curriculum geared toward the overall
development ofstudents, institutional autonomy,national and
international networks, and an advocacy and lobbying unit to
engage the national and state policy-making and curriculum-design-
ing bodies. Participants also expressed their determination to fight
any attempt to curtail or infringe on the minority rights guaranteed
by the Constitution ofIndia.

The Declaration outlines the structure and purpose of a new
National Forum to lead ongoing programs aimed at developing
research, administrative and teaching skills, as well as workshops on
redesigning curriculum and Faculty Enrichment Programs. The
committee mentioned above is the beginning ofthis forum.

The Declaration concludes with an acknowledgement that the
Church’s vision ofhigher education is rooted in the gospel of
God’s love and liberation of the poor, the abandoned,the
oppressed and the marginalized,wrought by the death and resurrec-
tion of Jesus Christ.Participants pledged to seek God’s presence
and the Holy Spirit’s guidance in carrying out this vision.
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BIEZENMORTEL, THE NETHERLANDS—The tension
between identity-based education and the diversity of the work field
for graduates ofChristian institutions was the central issue at the
regional IAPCHE conference held in Biezenmortel, the
Netherlands, April 20-23,2009.The conference theme, “Bridging
the Gap: Connecting Christian Faith and Professional Practice in a
Pluralistic Society,” attracted the interest of108 participants from
fifteen countries.

“The tension .. . is not just typical for the European situation,” said
Henk Jochemsen,European board member ofIAPCHE and one
of the organizers of the conference. “We have received many
appreciative reactions from around the world. Apparently, we have
raised a relevant and challenging issue.”

Participants came from Belarus, Belgium,Canada,Gambia,
Germany,Hungary,Norway, Pakistan,Romania,Russia,Singapore,
Slovakia,the Netherlands, United Kingdom,and the USA to dis-
cuss ways to close the gap between the practice ofteaching a
Christian worldview to students and the everyday life of profes-
sional practice.

“It was not only a supremely well organized conference but also a
blessed one. The Dutch hosts did really everything that humans can
do—and God enriched their efforts with his blessing,” commented
Sarolta Fodor Nagy,European board member ofIAPCHE.

A remarkable feature of the conference was the interaction
between professors and professionals. This was the first time that
Christians working as professionals in academies as well as in pro-
fessional practices met each other on equal terms in Europe. The
lectures, questions and comments by participating Christian profes-
sionals were crucial components.

With this conference,
institutions geared
towards professional
training found a place
in the IAPCHE net-
work. “It was the con-
ference ofthe coming
out of the universities
of applied sciences,”
said conferee Rens
Rottier [pictured at left],
general director of

Driestar Educatief in Gouda,the Netherlands. “In the last four
years they’ve made big steps forward in knowledge development in
their own institutes. They made enthusiastic contributions in this
conference.”

Reflecting further on the conference, Rottier said that conferees all
agreed that in addition to training students to become good profes-
sionals, CHE must also attend to students’formation, fitting them
out with a clear sense ofdirection.Conferees spoke of the impor-
tance ofproviding pastoral care for students, being good examples,
making connections with students and taking time to talk with and
listen to them.Rottier recalled those who founded Christian institu-
tions:“They were inspired by the mission to form young people
into firm Christians, with strong roots in the Bible, the Christian
belief and tradition,and,most of all, in Christ himself.”

Rottier said the conferees detected differences in their views on
society, and suggested that IAPCHE continue to help its members
not by adapting one point ofview, but by facilitating dialogues
between the different opinions. These dialogues should “ask pene-
trating question,share good practices, and explore the roots of our
thinking,” he said.This would help universities clarify their own
concepts.

Four Dutch member institutions ofIAPCHE organized the confer-
ence. Delegates of the Protestant Theological University of the
Netherlands, the Reformed University of Applied Sciences,
Driestar Educatief and Christian University Ede started their
preparations for the conference in October 2007.

Many European professionals were on the conference program and
contributed to workshops on the following topics:
- The practice ofChristian Education and the professional prac-

tices;
- Developments in education and society impinging on Christian

education;
- Worldviews and professions:from worldview to normative prac-

tices;
- Educating professionals in spirituality, worldviews and moral for-

mation within and for practices;
- Exploring the gap and the range of CHE for professionals and

their practices.
Opening lectures were given by
Dr. Jonathan Chaplin (England),
Director of the Kirby Laing
Institute for Christian Ethics and
a specialist in Christian political
thought,and Rev.Dr. Sarolta
Fodor-Nagy [pictured left]
(Hungary),a minister and lectu-
rer at the Károli Gáspár
University and Sárospatak
Reformed Theological Seminary.

Three plenary sessions addressed three facets ofthe theme:The
Gap, Building Blocks, and Connecting. Plenary speakers were Dr.
Stephan Holthaus (Germany) church historian and ethicist at the
Freie Theologische Hochschule Gießen;Prof. Dr. H. Patrick
Nullens (Belgium),rector of the Evangelische Theologische
Faculteit,Leuven,and professor oftheology and Christian ethics;
and Prof. Dr. Henk Jochemsen,(Netherlands) General Director of
Prisma,an association of Christian aid and development organiza-
tions, and professor ofReformational Philosophy at the
Wageningen University and Research Centre.

Professionals and Professors Address Gap between Faith and Practice
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Conferee Eva Petroczi,head ofthe
Institute ofPuritan Research of Karoli
Gaspar University in Hungary, found the
gathering “intense and memorable.” In
addition to attending plenary sessions
and workshops, Petroczi treasured meet-
ing a Dutch collegue who smuggled for-
bidden Bibles to Transylvania during the
Communist era,and delighted in “the
fabulous storytelling ofMark Roques,
the witty English author ofReality Bites.”
She also spoke of the contribution of
the conference towards connecting Christian scholars and the value ofIAPCHE publications such
as Christian Higher Education in Global Contextas well as Christian Scholars’Reviewin maintaining those
connections and providing a forum for scholarly efforts in a highly secular world.

Did the conferees at Beizenmortel figure out how to “bridge the gap” between Christian education
and professional practice? “In this conference we bridged several gaps,” says Rottier, “between
countries, cultures and traditions. . .and we have got this week a few ideas. But it’s a challenge to
bridge this gap; there is still a lot ofwork to do.”

Rottier encourages continuing the discussion,saying, “A conference like this is a source of inspira-
tion and opens doors to new insights, ideas, concepts, practical experiences and materials. It chal-
lenges us to re-examine our own thinking. These kind ofactivities should be a regular component
of the professional development ofeducators and researchers.”

Last winter, Utrecht University student
Hanna Markus, age 21, noticed an ad for
IAPCHE’s “Bridge the Gap”conference
in the Driestar EducatiefUniversity mag-
azine. The fourth-year education major was
intrigued and contacted the conference orga-
nizers. Though it would mean missing a
few classes, she volunteered to be a confer-
ence assistant. Here’s what Hanna (pic-
tured above)said about her experience:

It was a chance to meet people from
all over the world, to speak English
and to discover differences as well as
similarities between all those coun-
tries and people—and all that in the
context of education and
Christianity. I appreciated the
engagement ofthe men and women
with the issues ofChristian educa-
tion and the questions related to the
bridge(s) and the gap,because I am
really interested in these issues. It
was motivating for me to see that I
am not the only one who wants to
think about this, and also to see that
it is possible to have your profession
in the context of these themes. I
think this helped me to choose a
master after my bachelor degree and
to decide that I want to learn more
about all this.

Europeans Share Experiences, Build Relationships, Strategize for Future

was quickly identified as an ideal venue to discuss how Christian
professors and institutions can indeed promote “academic evange-
lism.” In an earlier consultation on CHE,the International Institute
for Christian Studies (IICS) also aligned their organization with this
shared mission.The directors of these three organizations, Daryl
McCarthy (IICS),Ken Gnanakan (ICHE),and Nick Lantinga
(IAPCHE) conferred to compile a list ofpotential Lausanne con-
gress participants for consideration by the congress planners.

Lantinga and Doug Birdsall (Lausanne Movement Chair) had a
conversation and agreed that these trhee organizations, “and the
Lausanne movement share the broad outline ofhistoric, ‘mere,’
Christianity which recognizes the cosmic dimension ofthe

Lordship ofJesus and our responsibility as kingdom citizens to
proclaim the good news inch every square in of the world—every
continent,every country, every culture, every endeavor, and every
field of study.” Birdsall nicely described this as the “Malik-
Kuyperian tradition.”

2.Leadership training and institutional development,particularly

for associations of schools;
3.Regional research teams to investigate educational needs and

write on specific themes related to the research;
4.Development ofa model curriculum at the associate level,which

can then be negotiated with local evangelical colleges.

Since the October 2008 meeting, strategies 1 and 2 have become

functional.Daniel Aragon,REEDUCA coordinator, has traveled to
Guatemala,the Dominican Republic, and Haiti,to conduct semi-
nars on biblical worldview and explore potential for local develop-
ment.In January Bruce Hekman ofCalvin College, a REEDUCA
member, conducted leadership training sessions in Nicaragua.

The March meeting considered the implementation especially of
strategies 3 and 4.John Van Dyk of Alta Vista presented a paper
outlining ways in which local research might be conducted in the
various locations, as well as a draft of a “trans-national” curriculum
for teacher education at the university level.The group created a
preliminary instrument to survey the needs ofChristian schools in
the region and decided to work on curriculum in close conjunction
with Martin Luther University in Managua.

REEDUCA looks to expand its outreach. Representatives from
associations in Mexico and South America will be invited to the
next meeting.

Blind Spot: When Journalists Don’t Get Religion by Paul
Marshall, Lela Gilbert and Roberta Green-Ahmanson, New York:
Oxford University Press (2009) 240 pages, ISBN: 978-
0195374377. 
An understanding ofreligion is essential to understanding many major
news stories today. This book examines how the media frequently miss or
misunderstand these stories because they do not take religion seriously,and
how they misunderstand religion when they do take it seriously. To the
extent that journalists do not grasp events’religious dimensions, both global
and local,the authors argue, they are hindered from,and sometimes inca-
pable of, describing what is happening.

The essays examine nine specific news stories that were inadequately or
incorrectly reported by major news sources because their religious dimen-
sion was ignored,overlooked,or misrepresented.These stories range from
the 2004 U.S. presidential elections to Iran,Iraq,and the papal succession.
In each case the author demonstrates how the story might have been more
effectively reported and concludes with specific suggestions for journalists.
The authors include both scholars and experienced news analysts. Although
it will be ofparticular interest to people offaith,the book offers all readers
an interesting and balanced analysis ofthe news media’s uneasy relationship
with religion and religious issues.

It is organized around Kierkegaard’s concept of
the three stages or spheres ofhuman existence, which provide both a
developmental account ofthe human selfand an understanding ofthree
rival views of human life and its meaning. The book also discusses such key
Kierkegaardian ideas as indirect communication, truth as subjectivity, and
the Incarnation understood as the Absolute Paradox. The book brings
Kierkegaard into conversation with western philosophers from all periods,
and also shows the relevance ofKierkegaard’s thought for the problem of
“Christendom.”

Although Latinos are now the largest ethnic minority in the U.S. and Latino

The first halfof the book contains an introduction to the history of Latino
Protestantism in the 19th century, then chronicles the history of Hispanic
ministries within five denominations:American Baptists, Assemblies of
God,Apostolic Assemblies, the Evangelical Free Church, and Last Call
Ministries. The second section covers six themes within Latino Protestant
church life:acculturation, the role of women,social justice, Hispanic hym-
nology,missiology,and mass media.It concludes with a discussion about
future challenges the Latino Protestant community will face.
