
LAGOS, NIGERIA—A Faculty Enrichment Program
(FEP) on Developing Comprehensive Christian Educationwas
hosted by Redeemer's University in Lagos, Nigeria,May
31-June 2,2010.Co-sponsored by IAPCHE,the
Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI)
and the Council for the Promotion of Christian Higher
Education in Africa (CPCHEA),the three-day program
offered two tracks, one for school teachers and one for
faculty in tertiary education.

One-third of the 91 attendees attended the higher educa-
tion track. They represented nine Nigerian institutions:
Baptist Theological College, Ogbomoso; Bowen
University;Crawford University;Jos ECWA Theological
Seminary;Mkar University;Redeemer's University; St.
Andrews College; Theological College of Nor thern
Nig eria and the University of Jos.

Comments from participants indicate the Lagos event
was beneficial in a number ofways. They noted that the
FEP gave them the opportunity to interact with faculty

members from other Christian institutions, introduced
them to the work of CPCHEA/IAPCHE and offered
much insight and encouragement.

Many participants said they gained a better understanding
of their calling. “An FEP is an eye opener to what

IAPCHE co-sponsors conference with Calvin College
GRAND RAPIDS, USA—From June 15 through June
17,2010,world leaders in Reformed thinking gathered in
Grand Rapids, MI, USA,for a global conference,
Reformed Mission in an Age ofWorld Christianity.

The conference, co-sponsored by Calvin College and
IAPCHE,was designed to strengthen the intersection
between Reformed Christian faith expressions and global
movements in world Christianity. The goal was to learn
how Reformed Christian faith and work can effectively
support the hopes and address the challenges encoun-
tered across a variety ofcontemporary cultures. The

conference was open to Christian leaders from all around
the world and attracted registrants from 28 countries and
6 continents. Translation services were provided in
French, Spanish,Korean,and Bahasa to accommodate
the many languages of those who attended.

Richard Mouw, president ofFuller Theological
Seminary,delivered the conference keynote address at
the Prince Conference Center. The conference also
included a number ofbreakout sectionals, which weaved
together four core themes:(1) Living roots for living
water; (2) Translation across borders;(3) The covenantal
community;and (4) Roles at the table of the church.
These themes focused on Christian understanding and
action in the church as well as social and natural environ-
ments. Sectional leaders included educational,ministry,
and public leaders from around the world. One of the
sectional leaders was Augusto de la Torre,a former head
of the Central Bank ofEcuador and now chief econo-
mist for Latin America and the Caribbean at the World
Bank.

IAPCHE was able to coordinate input from extraordi-
nary panelists committed to advancing an integral
approach to higher education across the denominational
and geographic spectrum.

When my oldest daughter was five years
old I punished her for a reason that I can
no longer remember. What I do remem-
ber is that she ended up on my lap, cry-
ing. At some point she gathered herself
together and said to me, “Daddy, you
know that it is your fault that I got in
trouble.” Incredulously I asked her why it
was my fault.She looked at me and said,
“If you had not made that rule I would
not have broken it.”

I have also read recently of a comment made by Christopher
Hitchens, noted atheist and author ofthe book God is not Great.
Hitchens was interviewed by a minister who asked the following
question.“I’m a liberal Christian,and I don’t take the stories from
the scripture literally. I don’t believe in the doctrine ofatonement
(that Jesus died for our sins, for example).Do you make any dis-
tinction between fundamentalist faith and liberal religion?”
Hitchens responded,“I would say that if you don’t believe that
Jesus ofNazareth was the Christ and Messiah,and that he rose
again from the dead and by his sacrifice our sins are forgiven,
you’re really not in any meaningful sense a Christian.”

I still think back in amazement on the insight my young daughter
showed in her statement;and I can commend Hitchens for his
understanding ofthe truth claims regarding Christ made in the
Bible. I, however, also recognize that this precocious statement ofa
young child and the answer given by Hitchens to his questioner give
evidence ofman’s wisdom and not God’s.In my estimation, my
daughter was more upset that she had broken a rule than that she
had disobeyed me. Hitchens has knowledge of the truth claims
regarding Christ but categorically denies the reality ofthem.Both
my daughter, who has, in God’s providence, grown to be a person
of strong faith in the saving grace ofChrist,and Hitchens, who
remains a committed atheist,displayed a desire to hold on to earth-
ly wisdom,a wisdom that places reliance on the individual’s own
reason and understanding.

In my work and thinking regarding Christian higher education I
have become more and more intrigued with the concept of wis-
dom.There is much to chew on and digest in thinking through the
implications of wisdom development as part of the educational
mission ofan institution.It may seem that searching for wisdom,
particularly God’s wisdom,is itselffolly because there is ultimately
much that will always remain a mystery. Yet in Proverbs the instruc-
tion of the father to his son is to, “Get wisdom,get understanding;
do not forget my words or swerve from them.Do not forsake wis-
dom,and she will protect you; love her, and she will watch over
you.Wisdom is supreme;therefore get wisdom.” (Proverbs 4:5-7)
The challenge is to seek to understand God’s wisdom at the same
time as recognizing the fact that, whatever we discover, we will only
begin to understand and mine its depth.

The Bible says that the fear ofthe Lord is the beginning of, and
instruction in,wisdom.Wisdom begins with,and is instructed by,
the reverence and devotion that comes from our recognition of
God’s covenant faithfulness to us through His revelation and work
as creator, redeemer, and sustainer. Through the prompting ofthe
Holy Spirit we seek knowledge and insight regarding who God is,
whose we are,and what God has done for us as revealed through
our study of Scripture,His creation and the person and work of

Jesus Christ.The desire for such knowledge and insight is foolish-
ness to those removed from God.

The book ofJames also contrasts earthly wisdom and heavenly wis-
dom.James states that earthly wisdom is evidenced by envy and
selfish ambition and results in disorder and evil practice. James
writes that, in contrast,“the wisdom that comes from heaven is
first of all pure;then peace-loving, considerate, submissive,full of
mercy and good fruit, impartial and sincere.” (James 3:17) This
understanding and reverence for God and a desire for heavenly wis-
dom is essential to a proper conception of Christian higher educa-
tion. As John Van Dyk, a long time member ofIAPCHE who has
written much on the practice ofteaching from a Christian perspec-
tive,states, “Wisdom is knowledge and understanding deepened
into spiritual insight and expressed in loving service. Wisdom origi-
nates in the fear ofthe Lord and is enhanced by faith,hope, love,
knowledge,spiritual insight,and active discipleship.” i We as
Christian educators need to seek and be guided by this heavenly
wisdom as we daily go about our teaching, research, and adminis-
trative tasks.

There is much more that needs to be explored regarding the task of
seeking to understand heavenly wisdom.I want to conclude with a
final thought and to draw attention to an opportunity. I believe that
seeking God’s wisdom needs to be both relational and mutually
beneficial.Eugene Peterson has written that “All wisdom is
acquired relationally, in the context of family and friends, work and
neighborhood,under the conditions ofsin and forgiveness, within
the complex stories that the Holy Spirit has been writing and con-
tinues to write ofour lives.” ii The opportunity is noted in the arti-
cle in this issue ofContactthat highlights two Fulbright programs
that can fund educational exchange projects. These programsgive
IAPCHE members the opportunity to develop a relational and
mutually beneficial exchange that can enhance our ability to seek
God’s wisdom and be ofservice to His Kingdom.

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COLOMBO, SRI LANKA—The Principals Conference that was
previously scheduled for May in Bangkok,Thailand,is now re-
scheduled for September 9-12,2010,in Colombo, Sri Lanka.In
April foreign governments advised citizens to avoid nonessential
travel to Bangkok when explosions killed one person and injured
dozens in the city’s main financial district;the travel advisory con-
tinued into the month ofMay. IAPCHE, the National Council of
Churches in India (NCCI),and the Student Christian Movement of
India (SCMI) hastily tried to re-organize the event in another loca-
tion, but were not able to effect the change. The organizers then
agreed to change the date and venue.

Invitation
Therefore, we re-issue our warm invitation to institutions world-
wide to join Indian principals (presidents) at the 4-day event with
the theme Strengthening through Networking. India is the country with
the most IAPCHE institutional members. These institutions have a
long history of carrying out their mission in a pluralistic context.
More than 50 Indian institutions gathered at a conference in
Bangalore in 2009 and agreed to meet again in 2010.This confer-
ence is an ideal opportunity for IAPCHE institutions world-
wide to make connections with the 50+ Indianinstitutions
who will gather in Sri Lanka.

We believe that this gathering ofcolleges founded on Christian val-
ues will further our institutions’mission.Possible benefits include
establishing contacts for international students’admissions and
twinning/joint programs. The concept paper and brochure can be
accessed at www.iapche.org.

About Sri Lanka
Sri Lanka is a presidential parliamentary democracy with a develop-
ing economy. In May 2009,the Sri Lankan government declared
victory after more than 26 years of civil conflict. Despite the histo-
ry of conflict, Sri Lanka’s
beaches, hill country, and
archeological sites contin-
ue to attract thousands of
visitors each year from
around the world. The
Asian Tsunami
(December 26,2004)
caused severe damage and
loss oflife to several
coastal areas ofeastern,
southern, and southwest-
ern Sri Lanka but the
affected areas and resorts
have recovered.The capi-
tal city ofColombo has
good tourist facilities.

Finding Education with Soul:
Examining the Worldwide Growth
of Christian Higher Education 
The Global Christian Higher Education research project began with
“the hunch that the prophets ofthe secular future would…be
proven wrong about global Christian higher education.” The paper
presents the results ofthe efforts of the authors to assemble infor-
mation and a database ofcolleges and universities engaged in
Christian higher education around the world. As noted in the
March, 2010 CONTACT, “the past twenty years in particular have
been a time ofsignificant growth among Christian colleges and
universities around the world”. The authors in this study sought to
address theoretical questions about secularization, the integration of
faith and learning, church-state cooperation in funding and gover-
nance, and others.

The study identified 579 institutions outside ofthe United States
and Canada that fit the category of “Christian”established by the
authors (see http://www.iapche.org/ under “research”). The major-
ity of these institutions have been established during two general
periods ofcreative activity. The 1950s and 1960s were the most
productive for the creation of Christian higher education institu-
tions in Northeast Asia,Southeast Asia,Southern Asia and Latin
America.An even more striking period ofgrowth occurred in the
past twenty years. One hundred and twenty-three ofthe 579
Christian colleges and universities identified in the survey were
started since 1989,with the majority ofthese started in Africa.The
authors note that a recent story in the Chronicle of Higher
Education about the growth of Islamic colleges and universities in
Africa missed the larger story that the growth of Christian institu-
tions in Africa is much greater.

Recent scholarship has identified privatization as a significant fac-
tor in the growth of postsecondary education around the globe.
According to this study, it would appear that the vast majority of
new Christian colleges and universities originated through the use
of nongovernmental funding. There are some important differ-
ences in the educational focus ofthe new Christian private institu-
tions and new non-Christian institutions. New private institutions
often focus on commercial or practical professions such as busi-
ness, accounting, math, engineering, and economics. These institu-
tions see higher education less as a public good than as a private
commodity. The new Christian institutions, while clearly emphasiz-
ing practical professions, also tend to focus on professions linked to
the public good such as service fields (teaching, social work, nurs-
ing, community economic development) and liberal arts (theology,
philosophy, and languages).

The authors recognize that the database they have created of
Christian institutions around the world is incomplete. They
acknowledge the need to constantly update the database and wel-
come any feedback from those who believe that they missed an
institution.They also state that it would be helpful to expand the
database to include all religious colleges and universities throughout
the world to better understand the scope ofresurgence in religious
higher education. The authors conclude that while they “have iden-
tified a remarkable movement in contemporary higher education
worldwide…relatively little is known about…the institutions them-
selves and the educational entrepreneurs and supportive religious
communities that undergird them.”

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Congress on World Evangelism
CAPE TOWN, SOUTH AFRICA—IAPCHE has been invited to
conduct a dialogue session at Cape Town 2010:The Third
Lausanne Congress on World Evangelization. The congress will
bring together 4000 Christian leaders from some 200 countries. The
event will take place on October 16-25,2010,at the Cape Town
International Convention Center.

IAPCHE’s Dialogue Session,“Connecting higher education with
Global Evangelization,” will be a joint effort with two Consulting
members, the International Council for Higher Education (ICHE),
and the International Institute for Christian Studies (IICS) repre-
sented by Ken Gnanakan and Teri McCarthy, respectively. We will
discuss (1) recent developments in Christian higher education, (2)
issues and challenges, and (3) ways to collaborate globally.
IAPCHE Executive Director Nick Lantinga says, “Through this
joint effort IAPCHE will further connect Christians in higher edu-
cation, and advance an integral understanding ofservice within
God’s world. We are thrilled to be involved in this pivotal event.”

Dr. J. Samuel Escobar (Professor, Theological Seminary of the
Spanish Baptist Union) serves as chair of the Cape Town 2010
Advisory Council,and states, “The church needs renewed momen-
tum,passion and focus on the unique problems facing this genera-
tion. The 2010 Lausanne Congress on World Evangelization will be
a historic opportunity for discussion,strategy and action.”

The general framework of the Congress follow’s the Lausanne
statement “the whole church taking the whole gospel to the whole world.”(See
side bar.) The three parts of this phrase intersect with IAPCHE’s
longstanding emphasis on wholistic education. By including all
“mere” or “basic”Christians as members, IAPCHE has long
emphasized the work of the whole church. By emphasizing the
lordship ofJesus over all oflife and learning, IAPCHE’s has drawn
on the full gospel teachings for beliefand practice. By working
with Christians in professional practices, IAPCHE has encouraged
service in all areas ofGod’s world.

The dialogue session will discuss the contours of current efforts in
Christian higher education, issues and challenges for all involved,
and conclude with a strategy session for those concerned with
higher education. We believe this session will be especially impor-
tant not only for the many Christians who are founding colleges
and universities around the world, but also for Christians serving in
non-Christian institutional settings.

In the three years leading up to CT2010,the CT2010 planners have
been engaging leadership teams throughout the world to determine
the relevant issues pertaining to the church, worldwide evangeliza-
tion and holistic ministry. Input from Christian leaders on topics to
be discussed at CT2010 is being done in an intentional manner
through a series ofLausanne gatherings in Hong Kong, Malaysia,
Kenya,Nigeria,South Africa,Argentina,United Kingdom,
Hungary, Poland,United States, Thailand,Egypt,Ukraine,
Germany and elsewhere.

Each day will begin with gospel readings, Bible exposition and the-
ological reflection.IAPCHE board member Ruth Padilla DeBorst
will use Ephesians 2 in her exposition on the second day of the
congress under the theme “reconciliation.” Small group meetings
that follow will serve as an opportunity for further reflection and
prayer. Daily seminars and workshops will follow the six
issues/topics. Evening sessions will be used as a time ofchallenge

and commitment together. Also being planned are ways for onsite
and virtual participants to be actively involved providing real-time
interactivity and feedback to the program.

The dialogue co-facilitators bring a variety ofeducation and experi-
ences to the discussion.Teri McCarthy holds a PhD in education
from the University of Kansas. She has worked with the IICS since
1996.She has taught at the university level long-term in China and
Russia and short-term in Holland,Nigeria and most recently
Afghanistan (2003 and 2006).Teri’s focus is on helping Christians
develop a fully-orbed biblical worldview. She desires to mobilize
followers of Christ to fulfill God’s purposes in their lives so that
they may bring glory to Him.Teri’s work has taken her to over 50
countries.
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Lausanne Statement
“ the whole church taking the whole gospel to the whole world”

The Whole Gospel
1. The case for the truth and the uniqueness of Jesus

Christ in a pluralistic world . We will look at the interaction
of Christianity with other religions and the Challenge of
Pluralism. As a response to the biblical reflection and consider-
ation of the challenge, we will then recommit ourselves in
Declaring the Uniqueness ofJesus Christ.

2. Developing a theology of reconciliation . After biblical
reflection on Reconciliation, we will then look at the issue of
human identity which is behind conflicts around the world and
our ambiguity in biomedical and moral ethics. As the church,
we will then repent and ask for God’s help in Reconciling Us to
Each Other.

The Whole World: 
1. Good news for a broken world. We will contemplate the

Challenge of Suffering, seeking to better understand the issues
of global economic injustice, disease, environment and poverty.
If we are to engage the culture for Christ,we need to be
empowered by the Holy Spirit.

2. The unfinished task. The Challenge of the Unfinished Task
will explore the new challenges and opportunities to evangeliza-
tion, including unreached people groups, urbanization, migra-
tion, Diaspora groups and the role of women. We will be
encouraged as we look at New Forms of Partnerships within
and across minority and majority worlds as we cooperate in
world evangelization.

The Whole Church:
1. A call to a 21st century reformation of the church. The

Challenge of Relativism is one we need to deal with ifthe
Church is to experience a rebirth and renewal. We hope for an
impassioned appeal for Christ-like character individually and
corporately. We will also look at prosperity teaching, entitle-
ment theology and issues ofmoral purity with a challenge to
Living as a Distinctive People.

2. Unity of the church. Under the Challenge of Unity, we will
look at who is doing what and what is not being done. We will
appeal for unity and increased cooperation between evangelicals
worldwide. The closing service is a Call to Action which is a
renewed commitment to dedicated discipleship and the
Lordship ofChrist as we prepare to spread the gospel world-
wide with integrity and courage.

Christian higher education is supposed to be,” said one. Another
wrote, “[I was] encouraged to take my little contribution in this
sphere more seriously to prepare change agents for his service.”

Isaac Mutua,director ofCPCHEA reported that there is a “need to
establish a direction for future events in order to mitigate educa-
tional crises underscored in FEP sessions. The enrichment was seen
as a greater springboard for a more serious work in the region.”

Participants' views of the potential impact ofChristian education
also changed.Said one, “I now understand more vividly what a
Christian school is, the need and the challenge of running a
Christian school and most especially who a Christian teacher is, the
challenge for a Christian teacher to teach Christianly. The goal of
Christian education is to prepare servants for God's kingdom.The
focus ofschooling and the goal of schooling is the redemption of
the child; change the child, you change the community, nation, and
world. The whole ofthe above can't be possible unless the school,
management,[and] teacher have a biblical worldview.” And another
said,"If we all carry through with our resolve to make the needed
impact in our different institutions, then there is great hope for a
new Nigeria where things will work well.”

Participants noted the value ofhaving a program for both school
teachers and higher education faculty. One said,“The combined
effort of ACSI,CPCHE and IAPCHE has given hope for continu-
ity in terms of Christian education from the cradle through life.My
prayer is that the vision will yield the desired fruits in Jesus' name.”
The program format also met with approval:“The papers were well
presented.Plenary sessions had most ofthe concepts [of] Christian
worldview explained better. The breakout sessions were very inter-
active,bringing the problems home to our level.”

Plenary speakers included Danny McCain (International Director-
at-large,International Institute for Christian Studies),Yusufu
Turakyi (Jos ECWA Theological Seminary),Joseph Ilori (President
Emeritus, Nigeria Baptist Theological Seminary and International
Director for Integrated Learning, International Council for Higher
Education),Nick Lantinga (Executive Director, IAPCHE),Tersur
Aben (Academic Dean,Theological College of Northern Nigeria),
and Samson Makhado (Director, ACSI Africa).

School teachers and higher education faculty members with less
than 15 years of experience were invited to participate in this pro-
gram of intensive training in the importance ofa Biblical approach
to education. FEPs are designed to equip a new generation of edu-
cators for integral Christian teaching.

CPCHEA/ACSI/IAPCHE hope to conduct similar FEPs in
Eastern Africa and Southern Africa.

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“During the panel discussions and our Wednesday evening recep-
tion we enjoyed a foretaste ofthe great celebration of Revelation 7
where people from all tribes and nations join together around the
Lamb,” said IAPCHEExecutive Director Nic k Lantinga.

Conference organizer Shirley Roels(Calvin College, USA) said,
“The conference was a unique chance to think and learn about
what it means to be a Reformed Christian in relationship to a
changing world, particularly when believers everywhere can be more
easily and deeply connected.”

“This was a golden opportunity to explore the treasures of
Reformed heritage in relation to shifting world-wide faith dynamics.
We wanted participants to rediscover old jewels as they polish new
gems offaith and action,” Roels said.

The event was a pre-conference to the Uniting General Conference
(UGC),a nine-day assembly being held Friday, June 18,2010,to
Sunday, June 27,2010,at Calvin College.At the UGC, two net-
works of Reformed denominations, representing 80 million
reformed Christians all over the world, merged.With leaders from
all over the world converging in Grand Rapids, Roels said it made
sense to take advantage of this opportunity.

Dr. John B. Hulst , Executive Secretary Emeritus ofIAPCHE,
attended the UGC as a representative of IAPCHE after his time at
the pre-conference. “I was asked,along with Arie van Eek and
Henry Zwaanstra, to welcome international guests and visitors to
the Conference—an enjoyable assignment! On Friday, June 18,I
attended the last meetings ofthe Reformed Ecumenical Council
and World Alliance ofReformed Churches and the opening wor-
ship service of the World Communion of Reformed Churches
(WCRC).It was a moving experience;a combination of sadness
and rejoicing—primarily rejoicing in the establishment ofa world-
wide testimony on behalfof Reformed Churches. Throughout
these events I sensed the possibility ofa close relationship between
IAPCHE and the WCRC.But it also became clear that IAPCHE
has a distinct calling in the world of Christian higher education, and
that it must confidently respond to that calling by continuing and
expanding ‘the development ofintegral Christian higher education
through networking and related academic activity.”

“While we are still digesting the event,and will for some time, we
received positive evaluations from the 85 registrants who completed
the evaluation form,” said Roels. “While the evaluation results are
only a partial measure,know that more than 90% ofthose complet-
ing the evaluation rated the conference as either ‘excellent’or ‘good’
for their own work and thinking, being a source of creative
approaches to some central Christian questions, and creating mean-
ingful connections,” she said ofthe evaluations. Participants ofthe

conference noted the international participation and ethnic diver-
sity as excellent opportunities for networking and furthering their
own thinking. One delegate said,“It is helpful to know that God
has placed his will in the minds ofhis people for the growth of
His church,” while another delegate noted that the conference
“has brought a new sight to Reformed Theology.”

Hulst hosted a sectional sponsored by IAPCHE entitled,“Higher
education: worldview ecumenism,” and reported that both ses-
sions ofthat sectional were well attended.“My sense is that God
is blessing IAPCHE’s worldwide efforts to ‘network’ Christian
scholars and academicians. I pray that God will enable us to be
steadfast in our efforts to promote truly Christian higher educa-
tion throughout the world.”

Dr. David Wright (Indiana Wesleyan University, USA) said his
time at the conference was “enjoyable to meet a new circle of
Christian leadership.”

Dr. Peter Tze-Ming Ng (Chinese University of Hong Kong,
China) reported his thoughts on the conference. “Thanks for all
who worked so hard for the successful conference we had.I

enjoyed our gatherings and sharing our visions ofthe Christian
mission today.” IAPCHE offered housing for their member dele-
gates attending the conference at the homes ofMichigan mem-
bers.Ng thanked his hosts, reporting that they “showed me their
great hospitality and gave me a ‘home’during my stay in Grand
Rapids.”

“A Reformed Christian interchange of this tpe will not happen
again in Grand Rapids, because the merger assembly is a one-time
event,” said Roels. “This was an opportunity for us to create a
very special space to think about being Reformed Christians with-
in a changing global culture.”

A participant in the conference noted,“IAPCHE is a needed
umbrella for the growth of Christian higher education, and she
must arise to do coordinated definite networking efforts so that
results ofsuch conferences do not end on our shelves.”

IAPCHE has long recognized that Christian institutions ofhigher
education need to share knowledge and insights for growth and
development.The development ofwisdom according to the mind
of Christ is enhanced when it is both relational and mutually bene-
ficial.One important way to do this is through having faculty and
administrators from well-established Christian colleges and universi-
ties visit with other Christian institutions for a mutually beneficial
time to learn more clearly what it means to educate Christianly.

Although IAPCHE itselfdoes not have the resources to fund trips
for faculty and administrators to visit institutions around the world,
there are funding opportunities available. The Council for
International Exchange of Scholars (CIES) Fulbright Program is an
umbrella ofeducational exchange programs funded by the United
States Government.Fulbright has two particular programs that pro-
vide opportunities for scholars and institutions to work together in
ways that can benefit IAPCHE members. The Fulbright
Specialists program is designed toaward grants to qualified U.S.
faculty and professionals, in select disciplines, to engage in short-
term collaborative projectsat higher education institutions in over
100 countries worldwide. The Fulbright Scholar-in-Residence
program also can provide funding for semester or year-long visits
from non-US scholars at US institutions.

David A. Hoekema, Professor ofPhilosophy at Calvin College,
participated as a Fulbright Teacher and Researcher at Daystar
University, Nairobi,Kenya,in the spring of2010.“The Fulbright
program is one ofthe most extensive and most influential channels
for cultural exchange and intellectual cross-fertilization in the world,
sending thousands ofAmericans abroad and bringing thousands of
overseas scholars to the US each year--I can't think ofa better use
of our tax dollars!  Competition is very stiff for some categories
and some regions, less so for others;you may not win an award the
first time around,but the staff at the Council for the International
Exchange of Scholars are always ready to advise and assist.
Moreover, awards are made for research and teaching at institutions
of every sort, public and private, large and small.While I was at
Daystar University in Nairobi in spring 2010,Embassy staff asked
my help in soliciting applications for (and from) other Christian
universities.i”

Dr. Janel Curry, Professor ofGeography at Calvin College, spent
the spring 2010 semester based at the City University of Hong
Kong working with five other American professors to transition
Hong Kong universities from three-year to four-year undergraduate
degree-offering institutions. Dr. Curry, in commenting on her expe-
rience, spoke of the benefits of her participation in the Fulbright
program. She noted that her teaching was impacted and enriched
by the experience. She added that "My institution and [I] will be
enriched by my getting new ideas from working cross-culturally on
pedagogy.”

Fulbright Specialists Program
The Fulbright Specialists Program (FSP) promotes linkages
between U.S. academics and professionals and their counterparts at
universities abroad. The program isdesigned toaward grants to
qualified U.S. faculty and professionals, in select disciplines, to
engage in short-term collaborative projects to serve as expert con-
sultants on curriculum,faculty development,institutional planning
and related subjects at overseas academic institutions for a period
of 2 to 6 weeks. The Fulbright website identifies the Middle East,

Africa,and Eurasia as underrepresented regions and states that pro-
ject proposals from these regions will improve an institution’s
chances ofreceiving a grant.

All Fulbright Specialists Projects must consist ofactivities that
directly benefit the potential host institution.Possible projects
include:
- Conduct needs assessments, surveys, institutional or programmat-
ic research

- Take part in specialized academic programs and conferences
- Consult with administrators and instructors of post-secondary,
degree granting academic institutions on faculty development

- Present lectures at graduate and undergraduate levels
- Participate in or lead seminars or workshops at overseas academic
institutions

- Develop and/or assess academic curricula or educational materi-
als

- Conduct teacher-training programs at the degree granting level.

Joint project proposals are permitted under the Fulbright Specialists
Program.Because ofthe host institution’s responsibility to pay a
portion of the costs ofthe program it is sometimes difficult for
potential hosts to commit to Fulbright Specialists projects. Sharing
the costs with another institution may be an attractive option for
some potential host institutions. The project description can include
information about the faith-based nature of the institution.In
order to receive the full consideration of the Fulbright program the
description should focus on the educational impact that the project
will have on the institution.

Fulbright Scholar-in-Residence Program
The Fulbright Scholar-in-Residence (SIR) Program assists institu-
tions historically underrepresented in international academic
exchange and allows scholars outside the United States to gain
experience in U.S. higher education. The Scholar-in-Residence pro-
gram focuses its efforts on providing resources for historically
black colleges and universities, Hispanic-serving institutions, Native
American tribal institutions, community colleges, and small,liberal
arts institutions to participate in international exchange programs.

Walking Together program impacts educator
in Rwanda
HAMILTON, CANADA—Worldwide Christian Schools-
Canadasays tremendous growth has been taking place in their
Walking Together program.The program provides interactive
courses, workshops, conferences, and mentoring on biblical world-
view and its impact on pedagogy,curriculum development and
leadership. A recent participant,Otim John Bosco, who teaches
math and physics at Nu-Vision Christian High School in Kabuga
(Kigali),Rwanda,says the program radically changed his worldview.

He revered scientists “for their ability to .. . unravel the ‘mystery’
of the earth,” but in the WWCS workshop classroom,says Bosco,
“God took charge of my search for the real knowledge—in all its
fullness ofHis creation.” He explained:

“That Tuesday afternoon,I was part of a group of 40
teachers/educators representing about five or six different schools
attending a Professional Development Course conducted by an
elderly but youthful looking Canadian couple—retired Professor
Ike [Witteveen] and his wife, Jennie. The course was entitled “The
Contours of Christian Education” and the key resource was the
book by Al Greene, Reclaiming the Future ofChristian Education, and
the day’s topic was “Our Perception of Creation.”

“. . . my turning point came when Prof. Ike used the phenomenon
of light dispersion using a glass prism to show how white light is
separated into seven different colors of the spectrum .. . . In his
explanation, he substituted the white light with the Word of God
and the seven colors with the 15 Aspects or Disciplines, namely
Faith,Moral,Juridical,Aesthetic, Economic, Social,Lingual,
Historical,Logical,Sensitive,Biotic, Physical,Kinematic, Spatial and
Numerical aspects. I then instantly realized that all along I had trun-
cated my knowledge about God’s creation and that I always looked
at these aspects in isolation. I never looked at the BIG PICTURE.
Before,I could not recombine the 15 aspects through a glass prism
to produce the white light which is the Word of God.This had
been a terrible mistake to me as a Christian teacher because it
affected (actually infected) my worldview of knowledge negatively.
On coming to the realization of this biblical reality, I was instantly

changed.[I realized that] God is the beginning and end ofknowl-
edge.”

Bishop Heber College is a highly regarded center in India for envi-
ronmental studies and was the first arts and sciences college in the
country to offer a master’s degree in environmental sciences as an
interdisciplinary course.

From 1998 to 2000 he was the head ofBiblical studies at the
International Baptist Theological Faculty in Prague, from 2003 to
2006 the head ofthe Keston Institute in Oxford, and from 2006 to
2007 the head ofthe doctoral program at Milltown Institute in
Dublin. He is the author, translator and editor ofnumerous publi-
cations.

SEMBEHUM,LIBERIA—The Board of Directors of the African
Education Foundation in North America has approved plans to
work toward establishing the first land-grant university in Liberia,
West Africa.A land-grant college or university is an institution that
is granted land which is used to generate funds to start and operate
the institution.The Michigan-based non-profit organization

extreme poverty and social and political instability in the sub-
region.

The university will be established in the coastal village of
Sembehum in Grand Cape Mount County. The leadership of the
county has embraced the plans for the new university. “Education
has always been the passion ofour people. We support the vision
and will give the land that is needed to establish the university,” said
Senator Abel Massalay, senior senator from the county and chair-
man ofsenate foreign relations committee ofthe Liberian senate.
An advocate of women’s welfare,county superintendent Catherine
Watson,welcomes the news saying, “This University will help
advance girls’ education in the county.” In granting approval for the
request ofa thousand acres ofcoastal land to serve as the main
campus ofthe university, the senior tribal elder ofSembehum,
Momo Sombah,declares, “This land-grant is intended to be a sacri-
fice for the future of our children,community, county and the
nation.”

The university will initially offer degree
programs in agriculture,education, healthcare,and business, with
the goal of increasing food security, training teachers for elemen-
tary and high schools, training healthcare providers,and to prepare
entrepreneurs to grow economies respectively.

Fundraising for the construction of the university is being orga-
nized by the African Education Foundation in North America
(AEFNA), harnessing the resources ofchurches, U.S. corporations
and individuals. Collaborations with U.S. institutions ofhigher edu-
cation are being arranged.

Yet I want to propose that a credible twenty-first-century Christian voice on the
theme ofeconomy and hope needs to affirm loving institutions as key building
blocks in any constructive response to our current economic and political
malaise. To complicate this thesis, I also propose that Christians need to reckon
with the fact that all institutions are in some sense faith-based and that
Christians should be unapologetic both about working to shape existing institu-
tions from within according to their own vision ofhope or, where necessary,
founding their own institutions . . . .

The worst positioned among them are the
dalits. The caste system segregated the dalits from the rest of the society to
such an extent that they were denied even the basic human rights that one
must enjoy in order to ensure one's bare existence. Denial of the right to
drink water from any public well and to walk on the road in broad daylight
were some ofthe notable examples ofsocial persecution ofthe dalits at
the hands ofthe upper-caste. In this volume, Janagan explores the plight of
dalits in rural areas, where they still suffer discrimination despite the abol-
ishment ofthe caste system.
