
Indian Principals extend worldwide invitation to Thailand conference.
BANGKOK, THAILAND—IAPCHE Asia-Oceania extends a warm invitation to presidents and principals ofChristian
colleges and universities worldwideto meet with Indian colleagues at a conference to be held in Bangkok,Thailand,May 4-
8,2010.This conference is an ideal opportunity for IAPCHE institutions around the globe to make connections with the
more than 50 Indian institutions already registered for the Thailand meeting. These connections could pave the way for
partnerships, joint programs and international opportunities for students and faculty.

India has more institutional IAPCHE members than any other country.Many of their principals met last May at the
Conference ofPrincipals ofChristian Colleges 2009held in Bangalore, which brought together representatives ofcolleges with
ties to the National Council ofChurches in India (NCCI),the Student Christian Movement India (SCMI) units and
IAPCHE.These three organizations co-sponsored that meeting and are again joining together to host the conference in
Thailand.
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West African educators invited to consider faith and learning.
A Faculty Enrichment Program (FEP) on Developing Comprehensive Christian Educationwill be hosted by Redeemer’s
University in Lagos, Nigeria,May 31-June 2,2010.Co-sponsored by IAPCHE,the Association of Christian Schools
International (ACSI) and the Council for the Promotion of Christian Higher Education in Africa,the three-day program
is designed to equip a new generation of educators for integral Christian teaching.

School teachers and higher education faculty members with less than 15 years of experience are invited to apply for this
program of intensive training in the importance ofa Biblical approach to education. FEP participants will be able to
better relate their faith to their subject matter, teach more effectively and provide optimal Christian leadership on their
campuses.

The program will include two tracks, one for school teachers and one for faculty in tertiary education, plus plenary ses-
sions addressed to both groups. Plenary Session lectures include

Conference to foster global discussion and impact
GRAND RAPIDS, USA—Reformed Mission in an Age ofWorld Christianitypromises to be an exciting, enriching and pro-
ductive conference. Co-sponsored by IAPCHE and Calvin College,the 3-day conference is designed to facilitate discus-
sion among participants from around the world about strengthening the contribution of Reformed Christian faith to the
global influence ofworld Christianity. It will be held June 15-17,2010, at Calvin College in Grand Rapids, Mich.,USA,
just prior to the merger assembly of the Reformed Ecumenical Council and the World Alliance ofReformed Churches,
also to be held at Calvin.

Sessions will be hosted by educational leaders from IAPCHE and Calvin College on a great variety ofrelevant issues. To
capitalize on the diversity of backgrounds and roles ofthose attending, sessions will be 90 minutes in length to allow
significant discussion among the participants themselves. It will not be a conference at which academic papers are read
publicly, but an event in which shorter briefs, paper summaries and panels are structured to present issues and spark dis-
cussion.The principal language will be English,with translation services available in several languages, including French,
German,Korean and Spanish.

Faculty Enrichment Program, Nigeria
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Next to the story of Peter’s
encounter with Cornelius in Acts
10,my favorite scriptural text
comes from Paul’s letter to the
Colossians. There we read that
Jesus “is before all things and in
him all thingshold together.” That
understanding ofJesus has both
comforted me in moments of
darkness and prevented me from
retreating from the world’s broken-
ness into a me-and-Jesus spirituali-
ty.

Versions ofthis arise in Christianity from time to time. The 19th
Century German theologian Schleiermacher is one example.
Confronted by the supposedly superior claims made by biologists
such as Wilhelm Vogt and Jacob Moleschott and the “scientific his-
torian” Karl Marx,Schleiermacher recommended that Christians
understand the heart as the only place where God truly lives. Such
a strategy challenges Paul’s witness to the Colossians about the
Jesus ofall things, preferring to stick with our own,personal Jesus.

A more recent example ofthis trend came during the 1960’s when
radical theologians like Thomas Altizer asked “how do we do theol-
ogy if God is dead?”Many of Altizer’s fellow-travelers were horri-
fied by religious people who rejected the world. Convinced by
Neitzsche’s criticism of“otherworldly” Christianity, these theolo-
gians tried to write theology without any reference to orthodox
concepts, even God!  Radical theology rejects the Jesus ofall
things, opting instead simply for “all things.”

As we continue to investigate trends in Christian higher education
(see p. ?),we find institutions around the world tempted by these
kinds ofderailments. Over time, many institutions have retreated
from the fully Christian perspective provided in Colossians. The
shells ofHarvard, Oxford, and similarly unfaithful institutions dot
the intellectual landscape. But many more have been founded—
and continue to be founded—around the world. Some new institu-
tions have joined IAPCHE (see for example both New Saint
Andrews in the U.S. and Saint Andrews in Nigeria introduced in
our last issue).

These institutions face incredible challenges. On the one side are
the pressures of the marketplace to train skilled workers—in the
latest software,medical technology,or other technology. Such
high-tech workers are trained to look away from anything that
would challenge their mastery of a tiny portion of God’s king-
dom—economic things. On another side are those who claim that
Christianity has nothing to do with anything in their disciplines. D.
G. Hart has argued that because the Bible does not directly instruct
us in matters of politics, or economics, we must give up the
attempt at a distinctly Christian approach to these and all the arts
and sciences.

With Easter less than a week away,I’m reminded ofsomething the
orthodox theologian David B Hart wrote some years ago: “the only
choice that remains for the children of post-Christian culture is not
whom to serve, but whether to serve Him whom Christ has
revealed or to serve nothing—thenothing. No third way lies open
for us now, because—as all ofus now know, whether we acknowl-
edge it consciously or not—all thingshave been made subject to

Him, all the thrones and dominions ofthe high places have been
put beneath His feet,until the very end ofthe world, and—simply
said—there isno other god.” There is no turning back.

For us there is no turning aside either, only a turning together. As
Paul wrote to the Corinthians, we are Ambassadors for Christ,
charged with “reconciling the world.” But this work of reconcilia-
tion only moves forward if we are also reconciled to God and to
each other. This means that Christians from every cultural context
must work together to encourage and correct each other so that
our teaching and scholarship better point us toward the Jesus in all
things. But this Jesus was also a carpenter, who actively developed
wood to better serve human community. If God himselftook no
shame for working with his hands, then we too should not be
ashamed to provide technical knowledge. Perhaps together
IAPCHE’s members can continue to reach out to each other, so
that we can better equip our younger kingdom servants to serve in
all things.

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In 2009,the principals agreed
that “the growth of many of
our colleges .. . is not as it
should or could have been.”
They affirmed that networking
is an important step towards
strengthening their institutions
and furthering their institu-
tions’missions. To that end,
they established a planning
committee for a 2010 confer-
ence.

That committee has planned input sessions on networking, invited
poster presentations from participating Indian colleges to showcase
their various strengths and opportunities, and is preparing a confer-
ence kit containing profiles ofparticipating institutions, explaining
needs, facilities and expectations.

Representatives ofonline libraries have also been invited.The pos-
sibilities and feasibility ofnetworking Christian college libraries and
sharing publications and research journals will be investigated.

Since colleges seeking significant networking can best do so by
affirming a common beliefsystem or worldview, some questions
about common educational purposes within various networks of
Christian higher education will also be addressed.

Faculty Enrichment Program met
with enthusiasm in Seoul
SEOUL,KOREA—Last year Dr. Jay Shim (Professor ofTheology,
Dordt College,USA) met with a group of Christian professors who
were teaching in mostly secular universities in South Korea.After a
few discussions with Shim,these leaders of VESA (Volunteers for
Establishing South Asia University in Cambodia) and “Jon-ki-yon”
(The National Association of Christian Professors) asked him to
organize a conference in December 2009 for training the members
of the two organizations.

“Shaped by . . . a narrow understanding ofredemption,many of
them did not find Christian meaning or calling in their scholarship
and teaching for which they spent most oftheir time and energy,”
said Shim.He found that though these professors had great zeal for
establishing Christian universities in countries that had none, and
planting university churches domestically, there was a “great sever-
ance between their Christian dedication and their main work, schol-
arship and teaching.”

“It was the recognition of the unholy severance that led the leaders
of the two groups to see the need oftraining in a wholistic
Christian approach,” said Shim,who proposed an IAPCHE-spon-
sored Faculty Enrichment Program.VESA co-sponsored the event,
which was held in Seoul,Korea,Dec. 28-30 at Onnuri Community
Church.

The three-part program focused on 1) the biblical foundation for
Christian education, 2) a Christian worldview perspective,and 3)
applications of worldview thinking in institutions, with three case
studies:LIFE University in Cambodia,Handong Global University
in Korea,and South Asia University (in planning stages).It was led
by Shim and Mark Roques, author ofRealityBites worldview cur-
riculum and tutor for the West Yorkshire School ofChristian
Studies.

The program was very well received,with the number ofpartici-
pants growing during its course from sixty to eighty. Both Roques
and Shim were invited to meet with various groups and individuals
after the conference. Leaders of Pan Asian African Universities
(PAAUA) asked for help in coordinating their universities, most of
which were already established in China,Mongolia and Cambodia,
but without a clear Christian vision or curriculum.Onnuri Church,
one of the largest Presbyterian churches in Korea,promised to
establish an institute for Christian education and asked Shim to be
involved with its leadership. DCTY, a homeschool publishing com-
pany,asked for input.

“Both for the material of the conference and in presentation, I had
to be sensitive to the contexts in which the participants were living
and working,” said Shim.“Most were Christian faculty members in
secular universities in Korea,some elementary and high school
teachers and principals in Korea,others working in Cambodia,
Mongolia and Tanzania.While most ofthem were challenged by
the conference to dedicate themselves to a wholistic approach in
education, a couple ofthem focused on reasons that a wholistic
education is only an ideal in a mission field such as Cambodia.”

The Seoul FEP confirmed Shim’s beliefthat conferences introduc-
ing integral Christian education need to do two things:1) show
individual professors the practice ofa wholistic approach in both
Christian scholarship and teaching, and 2) help leaders of institu-
tions formulate Christian core curriculum.He also left more con-
vinced ofthe need for a Reader on the biblical foundation of
Christian education and principles ofChristian scholarship, and has
since been spending most ofhis time and energy writing it.

“Many Korean educators are either struggling to practicing wholis-
tic education in their contexts or recognizing the damaging sever-
ance between their Christian dedication and works,” said Shim.I
strongly recommend that IAPCHE be more actively involved in
Korea with both already established connections and new connec-
tions such as VESA,PAAUA, Jon-ki-yon,and DCTY.”

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Faculty members at three IAPCHE member institutions were
appointed special lecturers for 2010-2012 by the Association of
Reformed Institutions ofHigher Education (ARIHE).Dr. Peter J.
Leithart, Senior Fellow of Theology and Literature at New Saint
Andrews College, Dr. Keith Sewell, Professor ofHistory at
Dordt College, and Dr. Donald Sinnema,Professor ofTheology
at Trinity Christian College, will be invited to deliver guest lec-
tures at ARIHE institutions. Leithart and Sewell are also individual
IAPCHE members.

ARIHE joins colleges and universities across North America com-
mitted to a reformed worldview and the development and transmis-
sion of that worldview in higher education contexts. The
Association appoints three lecturers for each two-year cycle.

Dr. Leithart has been a leading scholar-teacher at New Saint
Andrews College and in reformed and wider Christian academic
circles for more than 10 years.A prolific author, he has penned
more than 20 books and 50 scholarly articles on theology,literature
and culture.Leithart is also a gifted and popular speaker at academ-
ic and church-related conferences across North America and
around the world, including Russia,Poland,China,and South
Korea.

Leithart’s most recent works, particularly Rome Baptized(InterVarsity
Press, forthcoming),Deep Exegesis(Baylor University Press, 2009),
and Solomon Among the Postmoderns(Brazos Press, 2008),have
received very positive reviews in academic and Christian circles and
provide the foundation for his series ofproposed lectures:
“Constantine and the City ofSacrifice,” “The Quadriga:A Biblical
and Pastoral Defense,” “City of In-Gratia:The Politics of
Ingratitude in Shakespeare’s Coriolanus” and “Extrinicism and
Incarnation: Nature and Grace in Athanasius.”

Dr. Sewell’s principal scholarly interests include the history of
Reformed Christianity, the history of evangelicalism from a refor-
mational perspective,the history of English historiography with
particular reference to the seventeenth century,and British diplo-
matic and imperial history in the later nineteenth and earlier 
twentieth centuries with special reference to the origins ofthe
World War I.

Before his tenure at Dordt College, Sewell taught at Deakin
University and Presbyterian Ladies College,Melbourne. He has
given papers in Australia,Canada,Switzerland and the United
States, and gave theWest Yorkshire School of Christian Studies
Summer Lectures for 2009 in England.

Sewell’s AIRHE lecture topics will focus on the broad theme of
“Evangelicalism and the Challenge of Reformational Christianity:
past trajectories & contemporary predicaments.” His offerings will
include “The Surprise, Triumph and Tragedy of Christianity,” “The
Emergence ofEvangelicalism,” and “The Consequences of
Evangelicalism.”

Dr. Sinnema is an internationally recognized scholar on the Canons
of Dort. His understanding ofand support for Reformed Christian
higher education permeates his scholarship, being visible via his
approach, topic selection and analysis ofmaterial.

Sinnema has degrees from Dordt College and theInstitute for
Christian Studies and has served at Trinity Christian College
for 22 years.

Sinnema’s ARIHE lectures will focus on two topics related to mis-
conceptions in popular eschatology: “Heaven:Is It Part of
Creation?”and “Time and Eternity:Will Believers Enter Eternity?”

Reformed Mission Conference

The conference will be guided by four overarching themes:
Living roots for living water. Within the reformed Christian tradi-
tion what roots are the wellspring for refreshment and renewal for
the future of this tradition’s contribution to global Christianity?
How do we encourage conversation about the Reformed tradition
that is open and permeable so that the great gifts of global
Christianity nourish Reformed futures? 
Translation across borders. What are norms for cultural transla-
tion as we traverse global boundaries? What ought we to nourish as
our root Christian identity? What ought we to receive as faith-filled
gifts from others? What ought we to give in return? How do we
aptly communicate Christian intentions and exemplify Christian
faith in the translation of this receiving and giving, as well as in the
conflicts that arise? 
The covenantal community. We share one baptism.We share
common confessions. What does it mean to be a global reformed
Christian community that responds to God’s covenant and then
covenants with each other? About what should we covenant at this
juncture in the 21st century? 
Roles at the table of the church. In the Reformed family the
church is one institution among many with overlapping responsibili-
ties;other institutions are not seen as subsidiaries ofthe church.
But participation in the church is at the core of our Christian call-
ing. How do we balance differentiation and integration among the
church and related Christian institutions so that the table of the
organic church is laden with a rich harvest produced by multiple
hands? 

Following an opening keynote address by Dr. Richard Mouw,
President ofFuller Theological Seminary (USA),five breakout
times will be scheduled with multiple session choices in each.

IAPCHE-sponsored sessions include the following:
Higher education: preparing Christians for public justice ministry. How well
are institutions ofChristian higher education (CHE) preparing
Christians for pursuing justice for all in the public realm? How are
Christians trained for service in politics, the legal system (criminal
and civil justice),and agencies struggling for religious liberty, eco-
nomic fairness, and so on? Is CHE helping Christians see that ser-
vice in public life is shaped by contending worldviews, biblical and
otherwise, and not simply by so-called neutral rational science?
Speakers will share some best practices in seeking to accomplish
this task in various settings around the world and in relation to vari-
ous pressing public problems. They will also address ways to
improve in this area.

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At the recent Coalition for Christian Colleges and Universities International
Forum, representatives ofIAPCHE, the Nagel Institute for the Study of
World Christianity and Baylor University gave a joint presentation on their col-
laborative global research project on Christian higher education. The Forum,
which met in Atlanta, Georgia, USA, in February, attracted more than a
thousand attendees from 123 campuses and 25 countries. 

Presenters of“Global Christian Higher Education: The Current Status”were
Dr. Perry L. Glanzer (Associate Professor ofEducation, Baylor University),
Dr. Joel Carpenter (Director, Nagel Institute, Calvin College), Ms. Susheila
Williams (Secretary, CSI Bishop Appasamy College), and Dr. Nick
Lantinga (Executive Director, IAPCHE). Dr. Glanzer reports:

Our presentation summarized the results and analysis ofour global
study of Christian higher education. Using a definition of
“Christian”as those universities or colleges that acknowledge their
Christian identity as one ofthe principle influences upon their mis-
sion,we compiled the first on-line database ofuniversities and col-
leges engaged in Christian higher education around the world (see
http://www.iapche.org/ under “research”). In other words, this list
includes institutions that currently acknowledge and embrace a
Christian or denominational confessional identity in their current
mission statements and also alter aspects oftheir policies, gover-
nance, curriculum and ethos in light oftheir Christian identity. We
then examined the Web sites and sent email surveys to all ofthese
institutions to gather a range of data,which we then analyzed.

Instead ofa story
of decline, our
findings indicate
that when it
comes to Christian
colleges and uni-
versities one can
find various peri-
ods of innovative
creation, stagna-
tion and drift,
death and even
resurrection.The
past twenty years in particular have been a time ofsignificant
growth among Christian colleges and universities around the world.
Like Christianity itself, Christian higher education is springing out
from its bases in Western Europe and the Americas and is making
significant inroads into the global south and east.Moreover, the
growth of Christian higher education demonstrates some common-
ality with larger trends in higher education, particularly the privati-

zation of higher
education.

The big question
is whether
Christian higher
education can
resist secularizing
“public” pressures
on the one hand,
and privatizing
“instrumental”
pressures on the

other. In other words, how can we help these institutions stay the
course, and pick up “public” functions that they haven’t empha-

sized yet,such as
knowledge-cre-
ation (research),
and culture-cre-
ation (arts),but
also avoid becom-
ing captive to par-
ticular national or
secular agendas.
We remain hopeful
that Christian
higher education
around the world
shows the poten-

tial to be a different kind offorce than many narrower secular
forms of private or state-controlled higher education.

After pulling together the surveys and drawing some provisional con-
clusions, we seek to provide analyses ofnational,regional and global
trends by those intimately involved in Christian higher education.

These
themes include such external factors as the historic, political and eco-
nomic contexts. We also seek to better understand the internal dynam-
ics that shape higher education in various regions and countries.

QUEZON CITY, PHILIPPINES—Dr. David Lim writes that his
school,the Asian School of Development and Cross-cultural
Studies (ASDECS),has added four new personnel,developed a
new degree program (MBA-Entrepreneurship),a certificate granti-
ng Center for Transformational Development (CTD) to train
church leaders to become change agents in their community (as
“elders of the city or province”) and a Research and Consultancy
Institute (ACRI) to document models and mentor church leaders to
do effective community development programs. Lim is also serving
on the steering committee ofthe newly organized Asian Frontier
Missions Initiative.In that capacity he promotes a tentmaker model
of “insider” mission work. A Community Transformation
Committee continues to train church leaders to do community
transformation, national transformation (including wise participa-
tion in May 2010 elections) and global transformation, in partner-
ship with all Christian church bodies and especially ASDECS.

Southland’s Fyson helps start pro -
gram, schools
EASTWOOD, AUSTRALIA—Dr. Stephen Fyson now serves as
principal ofSouthland College, which provides postgraduate
teacher education. He is also Academic Dean ofMorling College,
of which Southland is a subsidiary.As a Christian social scientist,
Fyson has been able to combine his interests in psychology,teach-
ing and theology in his work with young people for over 30 years.
He has worked in welfare,health and education, and has been
involved in establishing Christian Psychology and Community
Psychology within the Australian Psychological Society. He also
works with the Good Shepherd Schools group, part of Operation
Mobilization India,in establishing Christian schools and their atten-
dant teacher training programs. They have started 90 schools
(18,000 students) in the last ten years.
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Fyson is passionate about equipping Christians to teach Christianly.
He reports that Southland’s new Christian teacher training program
was recently approved by the Australian government.

WYSOCS tutor in high demand
LEEDS, ENGLAND— West Yorkshire School of Christian
Studiestutor Mark Roquesspoke to educators at an IAPCHE-
sponsored conference called “Leadership Development for the
Christian University” in Seoul,South Korea,late December. This
led to additional requests to speak at three other locations in Seoul:
Chongeoram Academy,a homeschool curriculum publishing com-
pany,and a small church. In all Roques delivered over 12 hours of
presentation.

In February, Roques gave two lectures at a student conference in
Liverpool.He used stories and film clips to illustrate the concept of
worldviews. Although most ofthe 130 students attending were not
Christians, “the responses were very encouraging,” reported
Roques. “There was no negative feedback at all despite the overtly
Christian message. Worldviews plus stories give us a new and pow-
erful methodology for mission which challenges without irritating.”

In April, Roques will teach a six-session course in Leeds, called
“Shaping the Dreams ofa Generation,” f or those concerned with
young people, such as pastors,teachers,and mentors.

WYSOCS brings in more speakers
LEEDS, ENGLAND— West Yorkshire School of Christian
Studies(WYSOCS) staff members are gearing up for several “Life
Matters” events. Prof. Roy Clouserwill discuss the myth of reli-
gious neutrality and other topics in three talks between March 9 and
12.Clouser will also speak in a chapel service at the London School
of Theology and informally meet with postgraduates at the univer-
sities ofLeeds and York. In May,WYSOCS will host two speakers
at Outwood House:Dr. Dale Kuehne will speak about relationships
on May 29.He is the author ofSex and the iWorld: Rethinking
Relationships Beyond an Age ofIndividualism. May 29,Dr. Duncon
Roper will give three talks on “Sovereignty and Settler Colonialism
with Reference to New Zealand.” June 11-12,Bishop Tom (N.T.)

ONTARIO, USA—Dr. J.Derek Halvorson was inaugurated as the
second president ofProvidence Christian College at a ceremony

“The future of Providence College is no more in your hands than
your past was,” said Halvorson’s brother, Dr. Hans Halvorson,an
associate professor ofphilosophy at Princeton University. “Both
your past and your future are in the hands ofa God who is making
all things work together for good.”

In his address, Halvorson expounded on the college’s motto, “In
Christo Omnia Nova (In Christ All Things New),and Augustine’s
description ofGod as “ever ancient,ever new.” He said,“Let’s be a
college that seeks to honor .. . the Christ who is the image of the
invisible God,the first-born of all creation, the sustainer ofall
things, the first-born from the dead,the reconciler ofall things.”

Seminary expanding, in need of
space
YANGON, MYANMAR—Southeast Asia Theological Seminary
ended its academic year mid February and will reopen in June. In
the meantime, the seminary’s president Dr. N.S. Mung is looking
for additional class and office space for the expanding seminary and
raising necessary funds. Mung will also travel to northern Myanmar
for ministry.He writes, “Thank you for standing with us in the
ministry with your prayers and supports. Please continue to stand
with us in this great task that the Lord has entrusted to us.”

Russian-American Institute opens
new facility, seeks instructors
MOSCOW, RUSSIA—After an eight-year struggle, the new 46,000
square foot campus facility ofthe Russian-American Institute
was completed.RAI celebrated with an open house on Jan.15 and
opened for classes the following Monday. Thanks to the new build-
ing and a renewed educational (5-year) license, RAI can re-initiate
its undergraduate programs in business, social work, and English
language and literature. The facility also opens up new opportuni-
ties for education and service in the Moscow community. Evening
English language classes for adult learners as well as courses in
counseling are just two of the new initiatives the faculty and staff
have been working on in recent months.

On May 27-28,2010,the Institute will hold dedication ceremonies
for the new facility and its first graduation there.President John A.
Bernbaum says, “There will be great celebrations .. . please come
and join us!”

Rector Clyde Vollmers invites professors to come teach an intensive
summer module at RAI. Summer modules run May 24-June 4,June
7-18,and June 21-July 2.Subject areas needed are U.S. History,
Biblical Studies, Business, English and Social Work, but Vollmers
says RAI will consider alternative proposals.

Studies disrupted by violence
JOS, NIGERIA—Former students and colleagues in Jos kept
Adrian and Wendy Helleman, currently residing in Toronto,
Canada,informed during recent bouts ofviolence in Nigeria.On
Jan.18,students were halfway through final exams when the uni-
versity was closed because ofgunshots outside, despite a 24-hour
curfew which should have prohibited anyone from being in the
streets. The gunfire was just a small part of a vicious cycle of retali-
ation that touched many parts of Jos, resulting in more than 300
dead and the destruction of many homes and other buildings. The

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Hellemans noted the role rumors and technology played in spread-
ing the violence quickly. Whether or not people know how the vio-
lence began,the news they phone or text to other areas sparks
additional retaliatory outbreaks, they said.

The UniJos area is not the only place tensions run high.The
Theological College of Northern Nigeria in Bukuru, south ofJos,
has also seen trouble. At least one student there was killed.There
has also been significant conflict at the College of Education in
Pankshin where the Hellemans’friends, the Wiebes, are teaching.

The Hellemans asked their network of supporters to pray for peace
and comfort for the people ofJos and for justice to be accom-
plished,since so often the perpetrators go unpunished.A week
later, they had “heard from numerous [Nigerian] friends and col-
leagues who testify to the power of prayer to give peace in the
midst of violence and suffering.” And more than 300 people had
been arrested in connection with the violent attacks, some of
whom were taken to the capital for questioning. The Hellemans ask
that we “pray that God will bless the various efforts to address the
underlying issues which are certainly not just religious, but repre-
sent a struggle for ethnic and political superiority.”

Edlins impact students, plan serve
trip
KOSIN, SOUTH KOREA—Richard and Annette Edlin are
finding challenges and joys teaching international students at Kosin
University. When one ofAnne’s students became a Christian,
there was much rejoicing, but also concern for the repressive situa-
tion this student would find herself in on her return home.
Another student is returning to a hometown in which he knows of
no other Christians. He hopes to start a school based on Christian
principles. “We wish that mere words could express the newly dis-
covered passion and dynamism that these postgraduate students
have discovered concerning their faith and its application in a wide
variety ofareas including education, journalism,evangelism,health-
care and engineering,” writes Richard.“God willing, the fruit in
these students’lives will have significant impact on cultures all
around the world!”

For nine days in July 2010,the Edlins’ministry,Edserv, is planning
to take a group of ten teachers from Australia to Madurai in
Southern India to work with local Christian school teachers and
education professors. Participants will receive orientation to the cul-
tural setting and will explore the issue ofteaching Christianly in a
limited resources context. The aim is that each visiting teacher
develop lasting mentoring relationships with one or two local teach-

ers.“Most of
them have never
had the chance to
read or discuss
with others about
a Christian
approach to edu-
cation, but they
have a passionate,
burning desire to
know more,” write
the Edlins. “This
is an opportunity

to share what the Lord has taught you in Christian education.” See
www.edservinternational.org.

Member institutions in Haiti suffer
loss
PORT-AU-PRINCE,HAITI—T he January 12 earthquake that dev-
astated so much of Haiti also claimed the lives ofa number of
professors and students at Queensland University and Grace
Evangelical Theological Seminary (STEG). Those who survive
mourn the deaths of many friends and family members.Both insti-
tutions lost their buildings, and the homes ofalmost everyone in
these academic communities are completely destroyed.The Web
site ofQueensland University

names offaculty who perished,has photos ofthe destroyed uni-
versity buildings, and gives details on how to send financial support
for Queensland and STEG. Queensland’s president,Dr. Jean-

China’s Christian Colleges: Cross-Cultural Connections

Essays explore the cross-cultural dynamics that existed on the campuses of
Protestant Christian colleges in China during the first halfof the twentieth
century. Focusing on two-way cultural influences rather than on missionary
efforts or Christianization, these campuses, most of which were American-
supported and had a distinctly American flavor, were laboratories or incu-
bators of mutual cultural interaction that has been very rare in modern
Chinese history. In this Sino-foreign cultural territory, the collaborative edu-
cational endeavor between Westerners and Chinese created a highly unusual
degree ofcultural hybridity in some Americans and Chinese. The thirteen
essays of the book provide concrete examples ofwhy even today,more
than a half-century after the colleges were taken over by the state, long-last-
ing cultural results remain.

Theological Seminary within the context of theological education in Cuba
and the Cuban Revolution.He writes for three purposes:the first is histori-
cal—to document and evaluate the rise, survival and achievements ofthe
Eastern Cuba Baptist Theological Seminary, which has continued its mis-
sion through extraordinary political opposition and economical difficulties.
The second is institutional—to gain insight into Cuban seminary opera-
tions. The third is practical—to identify perceived needs ofthe seminary.
This study makes available information that can facilitate a better under-
standing ofCuban Christian theological higher education.

The Disappearing God Gap? Religion in the 2008
Presidential Election by Corwin E. Smidt , Kevin den Dulk,
Bryan Froehle, James Penning, Stephen Monsma , and
Douglas Koopman , New York: Oxford University Press (2010)
288 pages, ISBN: 978-0199734702.
This book addresses whether the 2008 presidential election helped to
diminish the “God gap” in American elections. While much had been made
of this gap following Bush’s re-election in 2004,little was heard related to
the role of religion following Obama’s election in 2008.This volume focus-
es on the role that religion played throughout the whole 2008 campaign,
from the Iowa caucuses through Election Day. It makes direct comparisons
between the 2004 and 2008 elections, specifically revealing just how much,
if any, change was evident across the two elections. The authors find that
the role of religion in American presidential elections is hardly disappear-
ing, that it continues to structure vote choices in much the same way it has
done over the past several elections, that religion will likely continue to
structure American elections in much the same way in the near future, but
that the “God gap” may be slowly changing—and in some surprising ways.

What do distinctively Christian educators have to contribute to human
flourishing within the broad framework of public education found in plu-
ralist societies ofthe West?

Far
from offering a thin patina of “niceness”spread over standard educational
philosophy,Loomis and Spears set forth a vigorous Christian philosophy of
education that seeks to transform its practice. Beginning with a robust view
of human nature,they build a case for a decidedly Christian view of educa-
tion that still rightfully takes its place within the marketplace ofpublic edu-
cation.
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After surveying the history of educational philosophy, they offer a stimulat-
ing analysis ofthe information economy and its implications for education.
This is followed by a concrete proposal for the teaching of social ethics
and,finally,a delineation of issues and questions for educational practice,
policy and leadership.

disease. In a discussion on “Natural Law and Ethics”attention is given to
greed,excessive accumulation of materials and egoism.

This collection proposes that climate change is not merely an economic or
technical problem,but at its core a moral,spiritual and cultural one. Climate
change negotiations should be negotiations about equity, justice and the
equal right to development.Though climate change is a global problem,
people are not all equally responsible for causing it.The industrialised
nations, representing less than 20 percent of the world’s population,
account for nearly 90 percent ofannual GHG emissions over the last cen-
tury, largely through the burning of fossil fuels (coal,oil, gas).We must
make a distinction between the luxury emissions ofthe rich and the sur-
vival emissions ofthe poor. These essays call for climate justice, offer a
Christian view of humankind in relation to the earth and its Creator, and
provide answers to questions about why and how religious people, particu-
larly Christians, should be involved in the climate change debate.
